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Introduction

The Hebrew Bible is commonly known as the Tanakh which stands for
Torah (the Five Books of Moses), Neviim (the Prophets) and Ketuvim (the
Writings). The Tanakh consists of 24 books that are considered by Jews to
be the word of God. While these books have been referred to as the “Old
Testament,” many Jews reject this label since it implies the replacement of the
Hebrew Bible with something newer and prefer the more authentic Jewish
name.

The Tanakh is not only the most important book known to man, it is
God’s word that is perfect and absolute. It is therefore a daunting undertaking
to publish an edition of the Tanakh, and the responsibilities are awesome.
There is no room for error or carelessness in dealing with the eternal word of
God. Further, upon embarking on such a serious initiative, we ask ourselves if
our efforts are gratuitous. Considering the many editions of the Bible in print,
is there truly a need for yet another one?

While there are numerous Bibles in circulation today, its most central
aspect — the Land of Israel — has often been overlooked. References to Israel
appear on nearly every page, and the city of Jerusalem is specifically referred
to hundreds of times throughout the Bible. The essential link between Israel
and Torah is emphasized repeatedly in verses such as, “For instruction
(Torah) shall come forth from Tzion, the word of Hashem from Yerushalayim”
(Micah 4:2).

The miraculous return of the People of Israel to the Land of Israel in our
own generation, and the celebration of the State of Israel’s 70th anniversary
this year provides the perfect moment for a new volume to fill this void in
biblical literature. The Israel Bible includes many special features elucidating
God’s focus on Israel throughout Tanakh and there are many additional,
multimedia features available on our website WWW.THEISRAELBIBLE.
COoM.



Ordering and Presentation — In presenting The Israel Bible, our goal is to
spread awareness of the biblical significance of the Land of Israel as well as
the Jewish people’s eternal connection to the land, based on the text of the
Tanakh, the Hebrew Bible. We aim to honor “the God, the People and the
Land of Israel” from an Orthodox Jewish perspective. To that end, The Israel
Bible follows the traditional Jewish ordering of the books and the customary
Hebrew division of chapters. Therefore, for example, we count 24 books of
Tanakh with Sefer Divrei Hayamim (Chronicles) appearing last. It is our hope
that our rich content will speak to all Jews and non-Jews who appreciate Israel
as the God given land of the Jewish people.

English Translation — Throughout history, Jews have studied the Bible in
Hebrew, as any form of translation would miss much of the nuance of the
original holy tongue in which Torah has been transmitted since the days of
Moses. However, as many Jews settled in America in the 19th Century, the
need for an English translation became necessary. To be sure, there were
already English translations prepared over the centuries by Christians, but
in the words of the original editors of the Jewish Publication Society (JPS),
“The Jew cannot afford to have his Bible translation prepared for him by
others. He cannot have it as a gift, even as he cannot borrow his soul from
others.”

JPS set out in the late 1800’s to publish an authoritative English transla-
tion “in the spirit of Jewish tradition.” It was compiled over decades by some
of the leading Jewish scholars of the time. They formed committees and sub-
committees to compare existing English versions, considering medieval and
modern Jewish commentators. The monumental JPS translation, originally
published in 1917, has been updated in recent years and The Israel Bible is
proud to utilize the 1984 New Jewish Publication Society (NJPS) version
with its modern, clear language, as well as its wide-ranging acceptance as an
accurate and high-quality translation. We applied the NJPS translation verba-
tim, except for a select list of nouns, which we replaced with their traditional
Hebrew names. This is true even when we found the NJPS translation to be
different than the popular translation of a word or phrase and when the NJPS
switched the order of the text for the sake of clarity (see, for example, Ezekiel
24:22-24).

Hebrew Transliteration — To give our readers an authentic Tanakh experi-
ence, every verse that has commentary is transliterated from Hebrew into
English. The Hebrew alphabet chart includes our standards for transliteration
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and pronunciation of Hebrew verses, enabling readers of The Israel Bible to
decipher key biblical passages in the holy language. Readers can hear the en-
tire Bible read in Hebrew on our website WWW.THEISRAELBIBLE.COM.

There are various standards when it comes to transliterating Hebrew
words into English letters. While we have relied primarily on the classical
Hebrew transliteration, we have occasionally deviated for the sake of
simplicity, clarity and to reflect common usage.

In addition to whole verses, we have also transliterated many proper
nouns in the English translation so that our readers can learn the names of
key biblical figures and locations in their Hebrew form. As a rule, we chose
to transliterate names of people that were central in the establishment and
functioning of the nation of Israel, as well as significant places in the Holy
Land. Therefore, regarding Adam’s sons, for example, only Shet (Seth)
is transliterated since it was from him that Noach (Noah) and ultimately
Avraham (Abraham) descended. For this reason, there might be verses or
sections of The Israel Bible that contains multiple names and only some of
them are transliterated.

For the same reason, we have transliterated the names of the books of
Tanakh when referring to them in our introductions and commentary.
When referencing a specific chapter or verse, however, we use the English
names of the books in our citations for clarity. We also transliterated ideas
and concepts that are central to Judaism such as Shabbat (Sabbath), the
names of the Jewish holidays and the Beit Hamikdash (Temple), as well as
biblical measurements. Finally, the name of God is transliterated. Out of
respect, Orthodox Jews generally refer to the Lord as Hashem, which literally
means ‘the Name. Referring to God as Hashem reminds us that we feel
close to Him but also recognize our distance at the same time. To stress
this moniker, we transliterated both the Tetragrammaton as well as the name
Elohim as Hashem.

Study Notes — Our unique commentary was compiled by Orthodox
Jewish scholars who live in Israel. It is an anthology in the sense that most
of the commentary is not original, but draws from traditional teachings of
early Jewish Sages and modern rabbinic commentators. We also include
quotations from individuals who have played a significant part in the past
century of modern Israeli history including Israeli prime ministers, poets and
military leaders.



Our commentary can be broken into four categories, three of which are
identified by an icon at the beginning of the study note:

Israel lessons are indicated with an icon bearing the map of Israel

and focus on the Land of Israel and the modern State of Israel.

m Jewish lessons are indicated with a Torah scroll and teach a

concept in Judaism or a classic idea from rabbinic thought.

n Hebrew lessons are represented by an icon bearing the letter aleph

and focus on the meaning of a Hebrew word or phrase.

All other comments are considered general comments and are not
assigned an icon.

Supplemental Material — In addition to our unique translation and original
commentary, The Israel Bible offers supplementary material to enrich the
learning experience of our readers. Before every book of Tanakh, we provide
an introduction, as well as information, generally in the form of a map, a chart
or a list, which is central to the specific book.

Maps — As the purpose of The Israel Bible is to highlight the biblical
significance of the Land of Israel, significant time was spent researching and
preparing maps to bring the physical contours of the holy land to life with
great accuracy. However, since there is a lack of information regarding the
precise locations of certain ancient cities, some of the places on our maps are
approximate or subject to debate. In these cases, we followed the opinion
that we are most comfortable with, but acknowledge that there is room for
disagreement. We continue to produce new maps, which are available on our
website WWW.THEISRAELBIBLE.COM/MAPS.

Torah Readings — The Torah is not just a work that is studied privately, it is
also read out loud in synagogue. Every Shabbat and holiday a portion of the
Torah is read, as well as a related section from Neviim, the prophets, called the
haftarah. For this reason, we included the blessings recited before and after
the reading of the Torah. Readers can always find the current week’s Torah
portion by visiting WWW.THEISRAELBIBLE.COM/WEEKLY-TORAH-
PORTION. In this volume, we indicate where a new Torah portion begins by
highlighting the Hebrew verse number with a gray box so readers can follow
along with the communal Torah readings. Furthermore, we have included
prayers for the State of Israel and the soldiers of the Israel Defense Forces

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(IDF) that are generally recited following the Torah reading in synagogue. It
is our constant prayer that God watch over the State of Israel and the
members of the IDF, who defend Israel every hour of every day.

In 1948, the State of Israel was created providing a modern answer to Isaiah’s
ancient question, “Is a nation born all at once?” (Isaiah 66:8). We are now in
the 70th year of God’s miraculous restoration of the People of Israel to the
Land of Israel. Jewish wisdom teaches that 70 is a significant number: Moshe
(Moses) translated the Torah into 70 languages for all 70 nations of the world.
From our very origins, the Jewish people were meant to be a light unto the 70
nations, spreading God’s truth to the masses.

In the seven decades since the modern rebirth of the the State of Israel,
God’s plan has been unfolding with unprecedented speed, dramatic highs
and heart-breaking lows. Never has Israel been at the forefront of the world’s
attention as it is in our generation. Efforts to vilify the Jewish State seem to
spread every day across the globe. At the same time, so does the growing
movement of millions of non-Jewish biblical Zionists who stand with the
nation of Israel as an expression of their commitment to God’s word. As we
seek to understand the clash of these two conflicting worldviews, the need
for The Israel Bible has never been so important.

Standing on the great shoulders of those who came before us and
emanating from the land that has always served as the birthplace for the Bible,
we conclude with a heartfelt prayer: May the Almighty bless our efforts in
offering this Tanakh to influence the hearts, minds and actions of its readers.
In this way, it is our hope to spread God’s name so that the publication of The
Israel Bible brings us one step closer to the final redemption of Israel and the
entire world.

Foreward

The mandate to study God’s word daily is interestingly not found in the Five
Books of Moses (Pentateuch), but rather in the first book of our prophetic
writings: “Let not this Book of the Teaching cease from your lips, but recite
it day and night, so that you may observe faithfully all that is written in it.
Only then will you prosper in your undertakings and only then will you be
successful” (Joshua 1:8). Charged with bringing the Israelites into the land
covenantally promised to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, God ensures Joshua
of His protection if the nation observes His ways as dictated in the Divine
constitution known as the Torah.

In Jewish tradition, Joshua (1:8) is directly linked with Deuteronomy
(11:14), “You shall gather in your new grain and wine, and 0il.”! Our Sages
deduced from this scriptural combination the importance of merging Torah
study with a profession. Completely dedicating oneself to the study of Torah
without having the financial means to sustain this lifestyle can lead one to
eventually straying from observance of God’s will. Poverty and crime can
have an intimate relationship.

We must also be careful that our work does not affect our daily study of
Scripture. The addiction of becoming a workaholic and not making Torah
study a priority can also lead one into temptations that can violate our
personal relationship with Him as well as our fellow human beings. The goal
is to achieve a healthy balance between our study of God’s word and our daily
work.

The Deuteronomic verse quoted above is part of the second section of
the Shema® that discusses the concept of reward and punishment. Sanctifying
God by fulfilling His commandments results in the Land of Israel practically
benefitting from rains that occur in the right season and reaping the
abundance from the fields. However, if the nation follows pagan gods and
practices, the consequences are devastating — famine and death. The Land
of Israel is intrinsically linked with the keeping of the Torah. Covenant Land
comes with covenant responsibility.



Born into slavery, Joshua is now leading His people into the Promised
Land. More than 500 years separates him from his ancestral forefather
Abraham. The historical narratives that took place between Abraham leaving
everything behind to follow God in Genesis 12 and the death of Moses in the
last chapter of Deuteronomy are filled with intrigue, suspense, joy, sorrow
and hope. What began as a family is now a nation actualizing its mission to
be a kingdom of priests to the world. However, for the Israelites to succeed
in the Land of Israel, they must see the Torah as the only compass to direct
their lives.

The biblical episodes after our first entry into the land are well known.
Our ancestors’ triumphs and sins are all on public record. We learned the
harsh reality of Leviticus (18:28) “So let not the land spew you out for
defiling it as it spewed out the nation that came before you.” Twice, we lost
the privilege to be stewards of the Land of Israel and to fulfill our nation
state mandate to be a light to the world. However, when the annals of history
were ready to archive the Jewish people after the Holocaust, God kept His
covenantal promise and gathered us from the four corners of the globe to
come home. The year 1948 was a game changer. Biblical prophecies were and
are being realized. We are now living in the birth pangs of the messianic era.

In our morning prayers, we recite a series of blessings over the Torah
that include petitioning God to have a sweet tooth for His word, to study it
without any ulterior motive and to have Him to teach it to us. They are some
congregations that invoke the following liturgical prayer after the completion
of these blessings: May the Torah be my faith and El Shaddai my help. Blessed
be the name of His glorious kingdom forever and all time.

According to Jewish tradition, the neglect of not blessing the Torah
before engaging in its study was one of the reasons for the destruction of
the Temple.®> This is deduced from the redundancy of words in Jeremiah
(9:12) that talks about Israel not following God: “... Because they forsook the
teaching I had set before them. They did not obey Me and they did not follow
it [did not make a blessing before studying it].” Our inability to properly
cherish God’s greatest gift to the world, the Torah, led to our eventual exile
from our land.

The State of Israel will celebrate its 70th birthday this year. On Israel’s
Independence Day, Jews around the world recite Psalms 113-118 to express
our gratitude to God for His Divine hand in helping establish the State of

3. Babylonian Talmud Nedarim 81a
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Israel. We have learned from our past and realize the privilege to see firsthand
the land, people and Torah operating all together in our generation.

When Rabbi Tuly Weisz approached me about his intent to publish The
Israel Bible that would highlight commentary about the special relationship
between the land and people, I saw this project as another way to publicly
demonstrate our appreciation to God for having the State of Israel. In
addition, it is another educational tool to ensure biblical literacy. If we are to
truly enjoy the Land of Israel, it is incumbent upon us to continually study
the Torah. Isaiah once prophesied that the Jewish people would return to
Zion with songs, “crowned with everlasting joy” (35:10). The Israel Bible
provides us the lyrical content to express our joy in living in the land that
God calls holy.

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Sefer Bereishit
The Book of Genesis

Introduction and commentary by Rabbi Tuly Weisz

Sefer Bereishit (Genesis) is the first of the Five Books of Moshe. Sefer
Bereishit begins with a detailed description of the creation of the world,
and continues with a brief account of the generations from Adam through
Avraham. The remainder of the book focuses on the lives of the matriarchs
and patriarchs, culminating with the story of the departure of the family of
Yaakov from the land of Israel and their descent to Egypt.

Rabbi Shlomo Yitzchaki, the famed medieval commentator known by

his acronym Rashi, asks a compelling question. If the Torah is essentially
abook of law, why did God choose to start it with the stories of creation?
Would it not have made more sense to begin with the first commandment
given to the Jewish people? Quoting the verse from Sefer Tehillim (Psalms
111:6), “He revealed to His people His powerful works, in giving them the
heritage of nations,.” Rashi explains that the Lord began His Torah with the
account of the creation of the world in order to give the People of Israel a
response to anyone who would accuse them of stealing the Land of Israel:
Since Hashem is the Creator of the world, it is His prerogative to give it to
whomever He chooses. Though He initially gave it to the seven nations of
Canaan, when they were no longer worthy He chose to take it from them
and to give it to the Children of Israel.

This theme of choice and choosing is present throughout the book. Sefer
Bereishit is known as the book of creation. Most obviously, this refers to

the description of the creation of the world, but beyond that it is about the
creation of a people, the nation chosen by Hashem to be His representatives
in the world and to carry out His mission of being a light unto the nations.
In every generation described in Sefer Bereishit, there is a person or a group
that stands out from the rest, and is chosen by God due to their morality
and recognition of God. Once a person is chosen, the continuation of the
narrative focuses on him and his offspring, often emphasizing their positive
qualities. Thus, Shet is the chosen son of Adam, Noach is chosen to survive



his entire generation, and the Bible then focuses on the descendants of
Noach's son Shem. Ultimately, Hashem chooses Avraham, his son Yitzchak
and Yitzchak’s son Yaakov. With Yaakov, the process of choosing is complete
and a nation is born.

As Rashi implies, the Torah is much more than a book of laws; it is the
legacy of the Jewish people. It tells of the creation of a nation, chosen by
God to be His emissaries of kindness, justice, goodness and recognition of
the one true Creator. It starts with the creation of the world so that there
would be no question that Eretz Yisrael belongs to them. From the very
beginning of the world, Hashem intended for the People of Israel to be holy,
to do His holy work in the holy Land of Israel, and from there, for their light
to emanate to the entire world. May our study of Sefer Bereishit strengthen
the chosenness within each of us and our appreciation for Eretz Yisrael.

Rashi, the
famed medieval commentator, answers this question with an
essential lesson that should inform our reading of the entire
Tanakh. According to Rashi, one day the nations of the world
would accuse the Jewish People of stealing Eretz Yisrael. In
response, the Jews will point to the Torah which begins by telling
us that God created the heaven and the earth. Since Hashem is
the Creator of the world, He may give the land to whomever He
wishes, and it is the divine will that the Land of Israel will belong
to the People of Israel.

in the Torah is Bereishit (nwx13), which
begins with the letter bet (3), while the last
word in the Torah is Yisrael (58w»), ‘Israel,
which ends with the letter lamed (). Together,
these two letters spell the word fev (2%), which
means'heart'in Hebrew. The first lesson hinted
at in the very first letter of the Tanakh is that
Torah is the heart of the People of Israel, and
the ultimate expression of Hashem’s love for
us. By studying the Torah, from the first letter
through the last, we can access the ‘heart’ of
Hashem.

The name of the second river is Gichon, the one that
winds through the whole land of Cush.

The name of the third river is Tigris, the one that
flows east of Assyria. And the fourth river is the
Euphrates.

m 2:5 Because Hashem had not sent rain upon
the earth The land was poised to allow its
seeds to sprout, but God did not bring forth rain to
* allow them to grow, because there was no man yet
to work the land. Hashem did not bring rain until
there was a person who could recognize the
necessity for rain, and, says Rashi, pray for rain. During
its short rainy season, Eretz Yisrael is dependent on
adequate rainfall to produce yearly crops. It is God's

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design that the Jews living in Israel are to
strengthen their relationship with Him
through daily prayer requesting adequate
rainfall and a successful agricultural season.
Since Hashem desires a deep relationship
with man, He incorporated the need for
prayer, the ultimate form of dialogue
between man and God, within the natural
order.

land is cursed ba‘avurecha (7maya), translated
here as ‘because of you. However, according to Rabbi
Samson Raphael Hirsch, a prolific writer and leader of
Orthodox Jewry in 19th century Germany, ba‘avurecha
means ‘for your sake, in order to rectify man'’s actions.
Following Adam’s sin, the land’s prosperity became a
means of measuring man's adherence to Hashem; for
the Jewish nation, this means following the command-

ments and keeping God's Torah. When they do so,
Hashem shows His approval through the land's flourish-
ing. This is especially true in Eretz Yisrael. Scholars and
historians alike note that while the Jews were in exile,
the Land of Israel lay fallow and uninhabitable until
they returned, and in just a short time the Jews of Is-
rael, following the commandments set out in the Torah,
have turned a wasteland into a blooming, prosperous
country.

n earth The Hebrew for ‘ceaseless wanderer’in
this verse is na v'nad (111 ¥1). Rabbi Samson Raphael
Hirsch distinguishes the word na (¥1) from nad (13). Na
refers to a wanderer who can find no physical resting
place on Earth, whereas a nad is a wanderer whose
connection to mankind has been severed. Cain’s
punishment isolated him from the land as well as from

all of mankind; he was cursed with an inability to find
a homeland or a society, and subsequently his sin was
too much to bear. The privilege of living in a homeland
among a society of people who share a common
lineage is no small matter. The return of Jewish
sovereignty to its biblical homeland in our time, after
thousands of years of exile, is truly a mark of God'’s
hand in this world.

earth According to one opinion in the Talmud
(Zevachim 113b), the effects of the flood were less severe
in the Land of Israel. Why did Hashem choose to spare
this particular land? Rabbi Shneur Zalman of Liadi, the
founder of the Chabad Hasidic dynasty in eighteenth
century Russia, concludes that the purpose of the flood
was to purify the world of its corruption. The flood, then,

served as a kind of mikveh, a ritual bath, to bring about
a process of purification. However, since Eretz Yisrael is
intrinsically pure, it is impossible to corrupt and,
therefore, did not need this type of purification. In fact,
whenever the Torah discusses sins that can cause exile,
it says that the land will purge itself of the sinners. Eretz
Yisrael cannot be corrupted and does not tolerate
impurity on its soil.

Then Hashem said to Noach, “Go into the ark, with
all your household, for you alone have I found
righteous before Me in this generation.

Of every clean animal you shall take seven pairs,
males and their mates, and of every animal that is
not clean, two, a male and its mate;

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7:19 All the highest mountains This verse

seems to contradict the assertion that Eretz
Yisrael was not affected by the flood. The Ramban, a
leading scholar in medieval Spain, solves this
contradiction by stating that rain did not fall over the
Land of Israel, but nevertheless, as there was no
barrier surrounding the land, the flood waters entered
the land from the surrounding lands. Even though
the land was flooded, the powerful rain did not fall

directly on Eretz Yisrael. As a result, the trees were not
affected and at the conclusion of the flood, the dove
was able to find an olive leaf in bloom. The image of
a dove grasping an olive branch has become a
symbol of peace. This icon, which emerged at the
re-initiation of the world, when God’s anger was
quenched and Noach was commanded to continue
mankind anew, emerged from the Land of Israel, the
land of peace.

The fountains of the deep and the floodgates of the

sky were stopped up, and the rain from the sky was
held back;

place Throughout Talmudic literature, the
Jewish people are compared to the dove. Once a dove
meets her mate, she never leaves him for another, and
a dove, even when her offspring are taken, will never
abandon her nest. In a similar fashion, the Children of
Israel are faithful to God. The Sages of the Midrash
comment that the dove that Noach sent foreshadows

the journey of the Jewish people throughout history.
Just as the dove found no rest for the sole of its foot,
so the Jews will find no solace in exile. Just as the dove
returned to the ark seeking shelter, so the Jews will
return from exile to the Land of Israel. Like Noach's
dove, the people have remained faithful to Hashem,
and now, after thousands of years of absence, have
returned to His land.

That,” Hashem said to Noach, “shall be the sign of
the covenant that I have established between Me
and all flesh that is on earth.”

The sons of Noach who came out of the ark were
Shem, Ham, and Japheth—Ham being the father of
Canaan.

These three were the sons of Noach, and from these
the whole world branched out.

Noach, the tiller of the soil, was the first to plant a
vineyard.

He drank of the wine and became drunk, and he
uncovered himself within his tent.

Ham, the father of Canaan, saw his father’s
nakedness and told his two brothers outside.

But Shem and Japheth took a cloth, placed it against
both their backs and, walking backward, they
covered their father’s nakedness; their faces were
turned the other way, so that they did not see their
father’s nakedness.

When Noach woke up from his wine and learned
what his youngest son had done to him,

he said, “Cursed be Canaan; The lowest of slaves
Shall he be to his brothers.”

And he said, “Blessed be Hashem, The God of Shem;
Let Canaan be a slave to them.
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May Hashem enlarge Japheth, And let him dwell

in the tents of Shem; And let Canaan be a slave to
them.”

Noach lived after the Flood 350 years.

And all the days of Noach came to 950 years; then
he died.

These are the lines of Shem, Ham, and Japheth, the
sons of Noach: sons were born to them after the
Flood.

The descendants of Japheth: Gomer, Magog,
Media, Javan, Tubal, Meshech, and Tiras.

The descendants of Gomer: Ashkenaz, Riphath,
and Togarmah.

m 9:26 Blessed be Hashem, The God of Shem Rashi
comments that the God of Shem is blessed
because He will eventually fulfill His promise to give the
Land of Israel to Shem’s descendants. While not recorded
explicitly in the verse, Hashem had revealed this plan to
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Noach, and Noach, in his righteousness, accepted it as
fact even before the promise had been made. To bless
God means to acknowledge that Hashem is the source
of blessing. In this verse, Noach recognizes that Eretz
Yisrael is a blessing and a gift, and thanks God for it.

out This chapter lists the generations that
emerged from Noach’s sons after the flood, implying
that the nations spread out as a result of natural
population growth. Hence, the word nifridu (11191),
‘divided, which connotes natural separation, is used
here, as opposed to the term vayafetz (¥97), ‘scattered,
used in the story of the Tower of Babylon (11:8), which
connotes forced dispersion. Similarly, the choice of the
word lashon (nwY), 'tongue, as opposed to safa
(now),language, which is used in chapter eleven,

“and the Caphtorim” moved up from the end of the verse for clarity

indicates a natural evolution of dialects as nations
moved away from each other. Conceivably, new
languages were not yet initiated, only dialects of
Hebrew. Rabbi Zalman Sorotzkin, who fled Europe and
arrived in Israel during World War I, points out that
this verse mentions the three aspects that unite a
nation; common ancestry, land and language.
Although the Jewish people can be found all over the
world, they are united by their common ancestry, their
connection to £retz Yisrael and their ability to converse
in Hebrew.

Mash.

Arpachshad begot Sheila, and Sheila begot Ever.

Two sons were born to Ever: the name of the first
was Peleg, for in his days the earth was divided; and
the name of his brother was Joktan.

Joktan begot Almodad, Sheleph, Hazarmaveth,
Jerah,

Hadoram, Uzal, Diklah,
Obal, Abimael, Sheba,

Ophir, Havilah, and Jobab; all these were the
descendants of Joktan.

Their settlements extended from Mesha as far as
Sephar, the hill country to the east.

These are the descendants of Shem according to
their clans and languages, by their lands, according
to their nations.

These are the groupings of Noach’s descendants,
according to their origins, by their nations; and
from these the nations branched out over the earth
after the Flood.

words lech I'cha (72 79), literally ‘go for
yourself, Aviaham is commanded to leave everything
behind and head to the Holy Land. It would have
been enough for God to command him lech (7%),
‘go’; what is added by the word /cha (72), for
yourself'? According to Rashi, the word /cha implies
that the travel was for Aviaham’s benefit. Though he
is leaving his homeland, family, and father’s house,
God promises Aviaham that the journey will be
beneficial to him. As a result of his relocation, he will
merit the children he has always wanted and will
become influential throughout the world, so that he
will be able to accomplish his mission to positively
influence the world. A journey to Eretz Yisrael is not
always simple, but the impact it can have is
immeasurable.

m 12:3 1 will bless those who bless you and curse him
that curses you Avraham is commanded to travel
to a land unknown to him. To assuage his fears that he
would not find friends or supporters in his new home,
Hashem promises that He will remain on Aviahamss side by
blessing those who bless him and cursing those who curse
him. He concludes with the promise that Avraham and his
descendants will become a source of blessing to the entire
world. This promise has remained in effect through the
generations. History has shown that whenever a nation
persecutes the Jewish people, curses ultimately befall it.
However, wherever the Children of Israel have been
welcomed, they have made immeasurable contributions
to society, thus earning divine favor for their host nation.

time that the Bible describes God revealing
Himself to Aviaham. Even at the beginning of this
chapter when Hashem commanded Avraham to leave
his land, it does not say that Hashem appeared to him.
The KIi Yakar, a biblical commentator who lived in Prague
in the early seventeenth century, explains this by

reference to the principle that Hashem does not reveal
Himself prophetically outside the Land of Israel. The
command given in Haran at the start of this chapter was
heard, but not seen. Only once he arrived in Israel did
God actually appear to Avraham, which then prompted
Avraham to build an altar to mark the occasion. God's
presence is felt most intensely in Eretz Yisrael.

The area that Lot
chooses, though lush and bountiful, was filled with

cruel and corrupt inhabitants who are ultimately
destroyed in Sodom and Gomorrah. Aviaham, on the
other hand, settles in the holy Land of Israel, where he
begins to fulfill his spiritual calling. Though other places
can be attractive, when it comes to sanctity and
Godliness there is no better place on earth than Eretz
Yisrael.

And Avram moved his tent, and came to dwell at
the terebinths of Mamre, which are in Chevron; and
he built a mizbayach there to Hashem.

Now, when King Amraphel of Shinar, King Arioch

made war on King Bera of Sodom, King Birsha of
Gomorrah, King Shinab of Admah, King Shemeber
of Zeboiim, and the king of Bela, which is Zoar,

all the latter joined forces at the Valley of Siddim,
now the Dead Sea.

Twelve years they served Chedorlaomer, and in the
thirteenth year they rebelled.

In the fourteenth year Chedorlaomer and the kings
who were with him came and defeated the Rephaim
at Ashteroth-karnaim, the Zuzim at Ham, the Emim

and the Horites in their hill country of Seir as far as
El-paran, which is by the wilderness.

On their way back they came to En-mishpat, which
is Kadesh, and subdued all the territory of the
Amalekites, and also the Amorites who dwelt in
Hazazon-tamar.

Then the king of Sodom, the king of Gomorrah, the
king of Admah, the king of Zeboiim, and the king of
Bela, which is Zoar, went forth and engaged them in
battle in the Valley of Siddim:

King Chedorlaomer of Elam, King Tidal of Goiim,
King Amraphel of Shinar, and King Arioch of
Ellasar—four kings against those five.

Now the Valley of Siddim was dotted with bitumen
pits; and the kings of Sodom and Gomorrah, in
their flight, threw themselves into them, while the
rest escaped to the hill country.

Sages explain that Melchizedek, King of
Shalem, is actually Shem, the son of Noach, and that
Shalem is an early name for Yerushalayim.

Avraham’s success to divine justice. Even before
knowledge of one God and His righteous ways
had spread throughout the world, the concept of
divine justice was present in Shalem, Israel’s future

this monumental covenant between Hashem
and Avraham, God states that on this day He has given
the Land of Israel to Aviaham’s descendants. While
Hashem uses the term natatee ("nny), 'l have given,'in
the past tense, in reference to generations that have
not yet been born, Rashi explains that this is not a
grammatical error. Since God's word is the ultimate

truth, itis as if it has already been done. Though it took
more than four hundred years until this promise was
fulfilled, the children of Avraham waited with faith.
This patient waiting served as good practice for the
nearly two thousand years of waiting that preceded
our present return to Zion. With the birth of the State
of Israel, another promise to Avraham has been
fulfilled.

Specifically in Eretz
Yisrael, God's presence and watchful eye is felt strongly,
as it says in Devarim (11:12) “on which Hashem your God
always keeps His eye."

Thus shall My covenant be marked
in your flesh as an everlasting pact.

And if any male who is uncircumcised fails to
circumcise the flesh of his foreskin, that person
shall be cut off from his kin; he has broken My
covenant.”

And Hashem said to Avraham, “As for your wife
Sarai, you shall not call her Sarai, but her name
shall be Sara.

I'will bless her; indeed, I will give you a son by her.
I'will bless her so that she shall give rise to nations;
rulers of peoples shall issue from her”

Avraham threw himself on his face and laughed, as
he said to himself, “Can a child be born to a man

a hundred years old, or can Sara bear a child at
ninety?”

And Avraham said to Hashem, “O that Ishmael
might live by Your favor!”

This
serves as a warning for future inhabitants of this holy

place to guard their behavior . As it says in Sefer Devarim
(29:22,24) “all its soil devastated by sulfur and salt,
beyond sowing and producing, no grass growing in it,
just like the upheaval of Sodom and Gomorrah...
Because they forsook the covenant that the LORD, God
of their fathers, made with them when He freed them
from the land of Egypt... because they forsook the
covenant of Hashem.”

does not provide any reason for Aviaham’s
travels. Consequently, Rabbi David Kimchi, a medieval
commentator and grammarian known as the Radak,
posits that Avraham travels in order to dwell in the
different parts of the land that Hashem gave to him. By
residing in various places, even for short periods of time,
Avraham thereby adds his own effort to acquire the
breadth and width of the land promised to him. In this
way, Avraham is fulfilling God's command “walk about
the land” (Genesis 13:17). Saddened by the loss of the
cities of Sodom and Gomorrah, Aviaham wonders if the
destruction could have been prevented by his presence
there. He resolves to reach further areas in Eretz Yisrael.

Abimelech, her courage and bravery inspired many
Jewish women over the centuries, especially those
who carried her name. Sarah Braverman, the “first lady
of the IDF,"was born in Romania in 1918, and arrived
in Israel when she was 20 years old. Upon her arrival,
she immediately joined the Jewish liberation
movement. Braverman was one of the first women to
join “Palmach,” the special fighting forces of the
Haganah and one of the forerunners of the Israeli
army. Braverman was chosen to be one of three
women in a group of 37 Palmach fighters to take part
in the 1943 parachuting mission behind enemy lines
into Nazi Europe. After the creation of the State of
Israel, Braverman helped establish the IDF Women’s
Corps. Sarah Braverman truly lived up to her
namesake, the original Sara. She was a brave and
devoted Jewish heroine, who put her life on the line
time and again to protect and defend her people.

And his concubine, whose name was Reumabh, also
bore children: Tebah, Gaham, Tahash, and Maacah.

Sara’s lifetime—the span of Sara’s life—came to
one hundred and twenty-seven years.

Sara died in Kiryat Arba—now Chevron—in the
land of Canaan; and Avraham proceeded to mourn
for Sara and to bewail her.

Then Avraham rose from beside his dead, and spoke
to the Hittites, saying,

“I am a resident alien among you; sell me a burial
site among you, that I may remove my dead for

burial”
And the Hittites replied to Avraham, saying to him,

cities have profound sigificance. According to a
Midrash quoted by the Ramban, the Hebrew name for
Hebron, ‘Chevron’ (p1an), is a contraction of the word
chaver (1an), ‘friend; and the word na-eh (7x1) ‘beloved!
Thus, the very name of the city of Chevron alludes to its
most famous resident Avraham, who was the first
beloved friend of the Lord, as Hashem says in Sefer
Yeshayahu (41:8),“Seed of Aviaham My friend.”

burialsite At the time of Sara’s death, Aviaham
had been living in the Land of Israel for over sixty years,

yet this is the first mention of him actually purchasing
land. Rabbi Moshe Lichtman, in his book Eretz Yisrael
in the Parasha, notes that purchasing the land for Sara’s
burial highlights the fundamental truth that one must
sacrifice for Eretz Yisrael. It was only after Aviaham
experienced the hardship of the loss of his wife that
he acquired his first piece of property.

the field that Avraham had bought from the Hittites;
there Avraham was buried, and Sara his wife.
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25:9 His sons Yitzchak and Ishmael buried him

in the cave of Machpelah The Torah states that
Avraham, Sara, Yitzchak, Rivka, Yaakov and Leah are all
buried in Machpelah Cave. According to tradition,
Adam and Chava were buried there as well. Avraham’s
purchase of this property to bury Sara was the first
concrete action that established a Jewish connection
with a particular site in Eretz Yisrael, and upon his death
he is also buried in this place. Although the entire Land
of Israel was promised to the Children of Israel, there
are three key places that were actually purchased, in

order that they could never be accused of having taken
possession of them inappropriately. Avraham
purchased the Cave of Machpelah, Yaakov bought
Yosef’s burial plot in Shechem (Genesis 33:19) and King
David paid for the site of the Beit Hamikdash (Il Samuel
24:24). While we are fortunate that we can actually visit
the Cave of Machpelah today, sadly, Jewish authority
over Chevron, Shechem and Har Habayit, is disputed by
much of the world. We pray for the time when the
biblical record will be recognized and respected by the
nations.

After the death of Avraham, Hashem blessed his son
Yitzchak. And Yitzchak settled near Beer-lahai-roi.

This is the line of Ishmael, Avraham’s son, whom
Hagar the Egyptian, Sara’s slave, bore to Avraham.

These are the names of the sons of Ishmael, by their
names, in the order of their birth: Nebaioth, the
first-born of Ishmael, Kedar, Adbeel, Mibsam,

Mishma, Dumah, Massa,
Hadad, Tema, Jetur, Naphish, and Kedmah.

These are the sons of Ishmael and these are their
names by their villages and by their encampments:
twelve chieftains of as many tribes.

These were the years of the life of Ishmael: one
hundred and thirty-seven years; then he breathed
his last and died, and was gathered to his kin.

They dwelt from Havilah, by Shur, which is close
to Egypt, all the way to Assyria; they camped
alongside all their kinsmen.

This is the story of Yitzchak, son of Avraham.
Avraham begot Yitzchak.

Yitzchak was forty years old when he took to wife
Rivka, daughter of Bethuel the Aramean of Paddan-
aram, sister of Laban the Aramean.

Yitzchak pleaded with Hashem on behalf of his wife,
because she was barren; and Hashem responded to
his plea, and his wife Rivka conceived.

But the children struggled in her womb, and she
said, “If so, why do I exist?” She went to inquire of
Hashem,

and Hashem answered her, “Two nations are in your
womb, Two separate peoples shall issue from your
body; One people shall be mightier than the other,
And the older shall serve the younger.”

When her time to give birth was at hand, there were
twins in her womb.

The first one emerged red, like a hairy mantle all
over; so they named him Esau.

Once when Yaakov was cooking a stew, Esau came
in from the open, famished.

And Esau said to Yaakov, “Give me some of that red
stuff to gulp down, for I am famished”—which is
why he was named Edom.

Yaakov said, “First sell me your birthright.”

And Esau said, “I am at the point of death, so of
what use is my birthright to me?”

But Yaakov said, “Swear to me first” So he swore to
him, and sold his birthright to Yaakov.

Yaakov then gave Esau bread and lentil stew; he ate
and drank, and he rose and went away. Thus did
Esau spurn the birthright.

There was a famine in the land—aside from the
previous famine that had occurred in the days of
Avraham—and Yitzchak went to Abimelech, king of
the Philistines, in Gerar.

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26:3 Reside in this land, and | will be with you and bless
you Yitzchak is warned that despite the famine in Eretz
Yisrael, he is not to escape the hardship by fleeing to
Egypt. Though Avraham went down to Egypt when
there was a plague in Israel, and Yaakov likewise

descended to Egypt towards the end of his life, God
told Yitzchak not to leave the Land of Israel. Due to the
unique spiritual status he acquired after being offered
on the altar, Yitzchak was the only one of the three
forefathers to never step foot outside of the Holy Land.
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I will make your heirs as numerous as the stars of
heaven, and assign to your heirs all these lands,
so that all the nations of the earth shall bless
themselves by your heirs
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inasmuch as Avraham obeyed Me and kept My
charge: My commandments, My laws, and My
teachings.”

So Yitzchak stayed in Gerar.

When the men of the place asked him about his
wife, he said, “She is my sister,” for he was afraid
to say “my wife,” thinking, “The men of the place
might kill me on account of Rivka, for she is
beautiful”

When some time had passed, Abimelech king of the
Philistines, looking out of the window, saw Yitzchak
fondling his wife Rivka.

Abimelech sent for Yitzchak and said, “So she

is your wife! Why then did you say: ‘She is my
sister?”” Yitzchak said to him, “Because I thought I
might lose my life on account of her”

Abimelech said, “What have you done to us! One
of the people might have lain with your wife, and
you would have brought guilt upon us.”

Abimelech then charged all the people, saying,
“Anyone who molests this man or his wife shall be
put to death”

Yitzchak sowed in that land and reaped a
hundredfold the same year. Hashem blessed him,
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26:4 | will make your heirs as numerous as the

stars of heaven \Why are the children of Aviaham
compared to the stars? The poetess Chana Senesh was
born in Hungary in 1921 and in 1939 she emigrated to
what was then the British Mandate of Palestine. Senesh
was a brave heroine who volunteered to leave her
beloved Palestine in 1944 in order to fight with the
partisans against the Nazis. Unfortunately, she was
caught, tried for treason and eventually executed. In one

of her beautiful poems she wrote, “There are stars whose
radiance is visible on earth though they have long been
extinct. There are people whose brilliance continues to
light the world though they are no longer among the
living. These lights are particularly bright when the night
is dark. They light the way for mankind.”Like the stars in
Senesh’s poem, the Jew's role in this world is to light the
way for mankind, despite the darkness we have
encountered throughout our history.
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and the man grew richer and richer until he was
very wealthy:

he acquired flocks and herds, and a large household,
so that the Philistines envied him.

And the Philistines stopped up all the wells which
his father’s servants had dug in the days of his father
Avraham, filling them with earth.

And Abimelech said to Yitzchak, “Go away from us,
for you have become far too big for us.”
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So Yitzchak departed from there and encamped in
the wadi of Gerar, where he settled.

Yitzchak dug anew the wells which had been dug
in the days of his father Avraham and which the
Philistines had stopped up after Avraham’s death;
and he gave them the same names that his father
had given them.

But when Yitzchak’s servants, digging in the wadi,
found there a well of spring water,

the herdsmen of Gerar quarreled with Yitzchak’s
herdsmen, saying, “The water is ours.” He named
that well Esek, because they contended with him.

And when they dug another well, they disputed
over that one also; so he named it Sitnah.

He moved from there and dug yet another well,
and they did not quarrel over it; so he called

it Rehoboth, saying, “Now at last Hashem has
granted us ample space to increase in the land.”
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From there he went up to Be'er Sheva.
m 26:16 Go away from us, for you have become far
too big forus The story of Yitzchak among the
Philistines alludes to the history of the Jewish people
during their lengthy exile, hosted by various foreign
nations. Rabbi Zalman Sorotzkin points out that Yitzchak
is one Jew in an entire country, yet the Philistines claim

that there is no room for him. As a successful farmer,
Yitzchak is not an economic burden on his hosts, and
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yet the Philistines banish him. They could have learned
agricultural techniques and benefitted from his water,
but they instead choose to ignore the valuable
contributions he could make, and they clog the wells
he has dug. Similarly, many Jewish inventors and
innovators have been expelled from their host nations
throughout history. The only safe place where the
Children of Israel can flourish is in the Land of Israel.

From now on, be you
blessed of Hashem!”

Then he made for them a feast, and they ate and
drank.

Early in the morning, they exchanged oaths.
Yitzchak then bade them farewell, and they
departed from him in peace.

That same day Yitzchak’s servants came and told

him about the well they had dug, and said to him,
“We have found water!”

He named it Shibah; therefore the name of the city
is Be'er Sheva to this day.

When Esau was forty years old, he took to wife
Judith daughter of Be'eri the Hittite, and Basemath
daughter of Elon the Hittite;

and they were a source of bitterness to Yitzchak and
Rivka.

When Yitzchak was old and his eyes were too dim
to see, he called his older son Esau and said to him,
“My son.” He answered, “Here I am.”

And he said, “I am old now, and I do not know how
soon I may die.
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Take your gear, your quiver and bow, and go out
into the open and hunt me some game.

Then prepare a dish for me such as Ilike, and bring
it to me to eat, so that I may give you my innermost
blessing before I die”

Rivka had been listening as Yitzchak spoke to his
son Esau. When Esau had gone out into the open to
hunt game to bring home,

Rivka said to her son Yaakov, “I overheard your
father speaking to your brother Esau, saying,

‘Bring me some game and prepare a dish for me to
eat, that I may bless you, with Hashem’s approval,
before I die’

Now, my son, listen carefully as I instruct you.

Go to the flock and fetch me two choice kids, and I
will make of them a dish for your father, such as he

likes.

Then take it to your father to eat, in order that he
may bless you before he dies.”

Yaakov answered his mother Rivka, “But my brother
Esau is a hairy man and I am smooth-skinned.

If my father touches me, I shall appear to him as
a trickster and bring upon myself a curse, not a
blessing.”

But his mother said to him, “Your curse, my son, be
upon me! Just do as I say and go fetch them for me”

He got them and brought them to his mother, and
his mother prepared a dish such as his father liked.

Rivka then took the best clothes of her older son
Esau, which were there in the house, and had her
younger son Yaakov put them on;

and she covered his hands and the hairless part of

his neck with the skins of the kids.

Then she put in the hands of her son Yaakov the
dish and the bread that she had prepared.

He went to his father and said, “Father” And he
said, “Yes, which of my sons are you?”
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Yaakov said to his father, “I am Esau, your first-
born; I have done as you told me. Pray sit up
and eat of my game, that you may give me your
innermost blessing.”

Yitzchak said to his son, “How did you succeed so
quickly, my son?” And he said, “Because Hashem
your God granted me good fortune.”

Yitzchak said to Yaakov, “Come closer that I may
feel you, my son—whether you are really my son
Esau or not.”

So Yaakov drew close to his father Yitzchak, who
felt him and wondered. “The voice is the voice of
Yaakov, yet the hands are the hands of Esau.”

He did not recognize him, because his hands were
hairy like those of his brother Esau; and so he
blessed him.

He asked, “Are you really my son Esau?” And when
he said, “I am,”

he said, “Serve me and let me eat of my son’s game
that I may give you my innermost blessing.” So he
served him and he ate, and he brought him wine

and he drank.

Then his father Yitzchak said to him, “Come close
and kiss me, my son”;

and he went up and kissed him. And he smelled his
clothes and he blessed him, saying, “Ah, the smell
of my son is like the smell of the fields that Hashem
has blessed.

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27:28 May Hashem give you of the dew of

heaven and the fat of the earth The Zohar, our
primary mystical text, says that this blessing is what
has sustained the People of Israel throughout the
millennia. If so, why was Yitzchak the one who gave
the blessing and not Avraham or Yaakov? Rabbi

Shlomo Carlebach, the influential Hebrew songwriter
of the 20th century, explained that both Aviaham and
Yaakov spent part of their lives outside Israel. Therefore
it was only Yitzchak, who never once left the Holy
Land, who was worthy of bestowing this powerful
blessing.
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Let peoples serve you, And nations bow to you; Be
master over your brothers, And let your mother’s
sons bow to you. Cursed be they who curse you,
Blessed they who bless you.”

No sooner had Yaakov left the presence of his father
Yitzchak—after Yitzchak had finished blessing
Yaakov—than his brother Esau came back from his
hunt.

He too prepared a dish and brought it to his father.
And he said to his father, “Let my father sit up and
eat of his son’s game, so that you may give me your
innermost blessing.”

His father Yitzchak said to him, “Who are you?”
And he said, “T am your son, Esau, your first-born!”

Yitzchak was seized with very violent trembling.
“Who was it then,” he demanded, “that hunted
game and brought it to me? Moreover, I ate of it
before you came, and I blessed him; now he must
remain blessed!”

When Esau heard his father’s words, he burst into
wild and bitter sobbing, and said to his father,
“Bless me too, Father!”

But he answered, “Your brother came with guile
and took away your blessing.”

[Esau] said, “Was he, then, named Yaakov that he
might supplant me these two times? First he took
away my birthright and now he has taken away my
blessing!” And he added, “Have you not reserved a
blessing for me?”

Yitzchak answered, saying to Esau, “But I have
made him master over you: I have given him all his
brothers for servants, and sustained him with grain
and wine. What, then, can I still do for you, my
son?”

And Esau said to his father, “Have you but one

blessing, Father? Bless me too, Father!” And Esau
wept aloud.

And his father Yitzchak answered, saying to him,
“See, your abode shall enjoy the fat of the earth And
the dew of heaven above.

Yet by your sword you shall live, And you shall
serve your brother; But when you grow restive, You
shall break his yoke from your neck.”
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Now Esau harbored a grudge against Yaakov
because of the blessing which his father had

given him, and Esau said to himself, “Let but the
mourning period of my father come, and I will kill
my brother Yaakov.”

When the words of her older son Esau were
reported to Rivka, she sent for her younger son
Yaakov and said to him, “Your brother Esau is
consoling himself by planning to kill you.

Now, my son, listen to me. Flee at once to Haran, to
my brother Laban.

Stay with him a while, until your brother’s fury
subsides

until your brother’s anger against you subsides—
and he forgets what you have done to him. Then I
will fetch you from there. Let me not lose you both
in one day!”

Rivka said to Yitzchak, “I am disgusted with my life
because of the Hittite women. If Yaakov marries a
Hittite woman like these, from among the native
women, what good will life be to me?”

So Yitzchak sent for Yaakov and blessed him. He
instructed him, saying, “You shall not take a wife
from among the Canaanite women.

Up, go to Paddan-aram, to the house of Bethuel,
your mother’s father, and take a wife there from
among the daughters of Laban, your mother’s
brother,

May El Shaddai bless you, make you fertile and
numerous, so that you become an assembly of
peoples.

May He grant the blessing of Avraham to you

and your offspring, that you may possess the land
where you are sojourning, which Hashem assigned
to Avraham.

the place that Yaakov slept? American
congregational Rabbi David Stavsky explained in one
of his High Holy Day sermons that the Hebrew word
used in this verse is ba-makom (D1pn3), ‘'upon the
place, and not bi-makom (D1pn3), ‘upon a place. The
use of the definite article means this refers to the most
important spot in the entire world. As Rabbi Stavsky
said, Yaakov came upon “the place where Jacob's
father Isaac, and his grandfather Abraham, had built

an altar. The place where Isaac was bound to the altar.
The place which, for centuries, has tied us to Hashem.
Hamakom, ‘the place, was Mount Moriah, eventually
to become the heart and soul of Jerusalem, and it was
as if a magnet had drawn young Jacob to wander the
hot Mesopotamian desert that night, to that particular
place. And dear friends, | dare say that whatever force
pulled Jacob to that place that night, pulls you and
me to that place. It is a deep mystical pull. It is
holiness.”

He explains that the foot of
the ladder in Yaakov's dream was in Beer Sheva, and its head
was in Beit Fl. Therefore the middle of the ladder hung over
Mount Moriah and the intensity of the encounter with
Hashem occurred in that spot. When Yaakov awakens, he
realizes that he has seen no ordinary place, but “the abode
of Hashem,” the most intimate spot for prayers to ascend
heavenward and the site where the Beit Hamikdash would
later stand. The Beit Hamikdash is referred to here as ‘abode’
or'house’because in the Temple, Hashem’s revealed presence
— the shechina (nraw) — dwells with His people, just as a
husband dwells intimately with his wife in their home.

Yaakov arrives in Beit £, the city near which
his grandfather Aviaham called to Hashem for the
first time in the Land of Israel (Genesis 12:8), he
recognizes its unique spiritual character. From that
moment on, Beit £l appears throughout the Bible as
a special location for prayer. The Hebrew name Beit
El' means “The House of the Lord, and signifies its
powerful purpose. Rabbi Zalman Sorotzkin explains
that a home protects a person from the elements,
extreme temperatures and rain. Similarly, we are
meant to view “The House of the Lord" as a safe
haven, protecting us from danger and therefore an
ideal location for coming close to God.

Laban had given his maidservant Bilha to his
daughter Rachel as her maid.

And Yaakov cohabited with Rachel also; indeed, he
loved Rachel more than Leah. And he served him
another seven years.

Leah conceived and bore a son, and named him
Reuven; for she declared, “It means: ‘Hashem has
seen my affliction’; it also means: ‘Now my husband
will love me.”

She conceived again and bore a son, and declared,
“This is because Hashem heard that I was unloved
and has given me this one also”; so she named him
Shimon.

Again she conceived and bore a son and declared,
“This time my husband will become attached to me,
for  have borne him three sons.” Therefore he was
named Levi.

She conceived again and bore a son, and declared,
“This time I will praise Hashem.” Therefore she
named him Yehuda. Then she stopped bearing.

When Rachel saw that she had borne Yaakov no
children, she became envious of her sister; and
Rachel said to Yaakov, “Give me children, or I shall

die”
Yaakov was incensed at Rachel, and said, “Can I take

the place of Hashem, who has denied you fruit of
the womb?”

She said, “Here is my maid Bilha. Consort with her,
that she may bear on my knees and that through her
I too may have children””

So she gave him her maid Bilha as concubine, and
Yaakov cohabited with her.

Bilha conceived and bore Yaakov a son.

And Rachel said, “Hashem has vindicated me;
indeed, He has heeded my plea and given me a son.”
Therefore she named him Dan.

Rachel’s maid Bilha conceived again and bore
Yaakov a second son.

Rachel replied, “I promise, he
shall lie with you tonight, in return for your son’s
mandrakes.”

When Yaakov came home from the field in the
evening, Leah went out to meet him and said, “You
are to sleep with me, for I have hired you with my
son’s mandrakes.” And he lay with her that night.

Hashem heeded Leah, and she conceived and bore

him a fifth son.

And Leah said, “Hashem has given me my reward
for having given my maid to my husband.” So she
named him Yissachar.

When Leah conceived again and bore Yaakov a
sixth son,

Leah said, “Hashem has given me a choice gift; this
time my husband will exalt me, for I have borne
him six sons.” So she named him Zevulun.

Last, she bore him a daughter, and named her Dina.

Now Hashem remembered Rachel; Hashem heeded
her and opened her womb.

he begins to prepare to return to the Land of Israel. Later
in the Bible, Rashi explains that Yosef is referred to as a
“flame” who will extinguish Esau who “shall be straw”
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(Obadiah 1:18). Once Esau's defeater is born, Yaakov is
free to return to the Land of Israel, from which he fled
out of fear of Esau. The birth of Yosef reinforces Yaakov’s
faith in Hashem and urges him to return home. Yaakov
understands that his “own homeland”is only in Fretz
Yisrael.
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Bereishit/Genesis 31
Vayeitzei

And Laban said, “Very well, let it be as you say.”

But that same day he removed the streaked and
spotted he-goats and all the speckled and spotted
she-goats—every one that had white on it—and all
the dark-colored sheep, and left them in the charge
of his sons.

And he put a distance of three days’ journey
between himself and Yaakov, while Yaakov was
pasturing the rest of Laban’s flock.

Yaakov then got fresh shoots of poplar, and of
almond and plane, and peeled white stripes in
them, laying bare the white of the shoots.

The rods that he had peeled he set up in front of the
goats in the troughs, the water receptacles, that the
goats came to drink from. Their mating occurred
when they came to drink,

and since the goats mated by the rods, the goats
brought forth streaked, speckled, and spotted
young.

But Yaakov dealt separately with the sheep; he
made these animals face the streaked or wholly
dark-colored animals in Laban’s flock. And so he
produced special flocks for himself, which he did
not put with Laban’s flocks.

Moreover, when the sturdier animals were mating,
Yaakov would place the rods in the troughs, in full
view of the animals, so that they mated by the rods;

but with the feebler animals he would not place
them there. Thus the feeble ones went to Laban and
the sturdy to Yaakov.

So the man grew exceedingly prosperous, and came
to own large flocks, maidservants and menservants,
camels and asses.

Now he heard the things that Laban’s sons were
saying: “Yaakov has taken all that was our father’s,
and from that which was our father’s he has built up
all this wealth”

Yaakov also saw that Laban’s manner toward him
was not as it had been in the past.
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Bereishit/Genesis 31
Vayeitzei

Then Hashem said to Yaakov, “Return to the land
of your fathers where you were born, and I will be
with you”
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Yaakov had Rachel and Leah called to the field,
where his flock was,

and said to them, “I see that your father’s manner
toward me is not as it has been in the past. But the
God of my father has been with me.

As you know, I have served your father with all my
might;

but your father has cheated me, changing my wages
time and again. Hashem, however, would not let
him do me harm.

If he said thus, “The speckled shall be your wages,
then all the flocks would drop speckled young; and
if he said thus, “The streaked shall be your wages,
then all the flocks would drop streaked young.

Hashem has taken away your father’s livestock and
given it to me.

“Once, at the mating time of the flocks, I had a
dream in which I saw that the he-goats mating with
the flock were streaked, speckled, and mottled.

And in the dream an angel of Hashem said to me,
“Yaakov! ‘Here, I answered.

And he said, ‘Note well that all the he-goats which
are mating with the flock are streaked, speckled,
and mottled; for I have noted all that Laban has
been doing to you.

I'am the God of Beit El, where you anointed a pillar
and where you made a vow to Me. Now, arise and
leave this land and return to your native land.”

[:l 31:3 Return to the land of your fathers With
these words, Hashem implies that He will be
with Yaakov only if he returns to the land of his fathers,
the Land of Israel, but not if he stays with Lavan in Haran.
Rabbi Meir Leibush Weiser, a Bible commentator and
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Hebrew grammarian commonly known by the acronym
Malbim, explains that Hashem intentionally removed
His protection from Yaakov in order to motivate him to
return to Eretz Yisrael. After spending so much time
outside the Holy Land, it is time for Yaakov to go home.
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Bereishit/Genesis 31
Vayeitzei

Then Rachel and Leah answered him, saying, “Have
we still a share in the inheritance of our father’s
house?

Surely, he regards us as outsiders, now that he has
sold us and has used up our purchase price.

Truly, all the wealth that Hashem has taken away
from our father belongs to us and to our children.
Now then, do just as Hashem has told you.”

Thereupon Yaakov put his children and wives on
camels;

and he drove off all his livestock and all the wealth
that he had amassed, the livestock in his possession
that he had acquired in Paddan-aram, to go to his
father Yitzchak in the land of Canaan.

Meanwhile Laban had gone to shear his sheep, and
Rachel stole her father’s household idols.

Yaakov kept Laban the Aramean in the dark, not
telling him that he was fleeing,

and fled with all that he had. Soon he was across the
Euphrates and heading toward the hill country of
Gilad.

On the third day, Laban was told that Yaakov had
fled.

So he took his kinsmen with him and pursued him a
distance of seven days, catching up with him in the
hill country of Gilad.

But Hashem appeared to Laban the Aramean
in a dream by night and said to him, “Beware of
attempting anything with Yaakov, good or bad.”

Laban overtook Yaakov. Yaakov had pitched his
tent on the Height, and Laban with his kinsmen
encamped in the hill country of Gilad.

And Laban said to Yaakov, “What did you mean
by keeping me in the dark and carrying off my
daughters like captives of the sword?

Why did you flee in secrecy and mislead me and
not tell me? I would have sent you off with festive
music, with timbrel and lyre.

You did not even let me kiss my sons and daughters
good-by! It was a foolish thing for you to do.
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Bereishit/Genesis 31
Vayeitzei

I have it in my power to do you harm; but the God
of your father said to me last night, ‘Beware of
attempting anything with Yaakov, good or bad’

Very well, you had to leave because you were
longing for your father’s house; but why did you
steal my gods?”

Yaakov answered Laban, saying, “I was afraid
because I thought you would take your daughters
from me by force.

But anyone with whom you find your gods shall not
remain alive! In the presence of our kinsmen, point
out what I have of yours and take it.” Yaakov, of
course, did not know that Rachel had stolen them.

So Laban went into Yaakov’s tent and Leah’s tent
and the tents of the two maidservants; but he did
not find them. Leaving Leah’s tent, he entered
Rachel’s tent.

Rachel, meanwhile, had taken the idols and placed
them in the camel cushion and sat on them; and
Laban rummaged through the tent without finding
them.

For she said to her father, “Let not my lord take it
amiss that I cannot rise before you, for the period
of women is upon me.” Thus he searched, but could

not find the household idols.

Now Yaakov became incensed and took up his
grievance with Laban. Yaakov spoke up and said to
Laban, “What is my crime, what is my guilt that you
should pursue me?

You rummaged through all my things; what have
you found of all your household objects? Set it here,
before my kinsmen and yours, and let them decide
between us two.

“These twenty years I have spent in your service,
your ewes and she-goats never miscarried, nor did I
feast on rams from your flock.

That which was torn by beasts I never brought to
you; I myself made good the loss; you exacted it of
me, whether snatched by day or snatched by night.

Often, scorching heat ravaged me by day and frost
by night; and sleep fled from my eyes.
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Bereishit/Genesis 31
Vayeitzei

Of the twenty years that I spent in your household,
I'served you fourteen years for your two daughters,
and six years for your flocks; and you changed my
wages time and again.

Had not the God of my father, the God of Avraham
and the Fear of Yitzchak, been with me, you would
have sent me away empty-handed. But Hashem took
notice of my plight and the toil of my hands, and

He gave judgment last night.”

Then Laban spoke up and said to Yaakov, “The
daughters are my daughters, the children are my
children, and the flocks are my flocks; all that
you see is mine. Yet what can I do now about my
daughters or the children they have borne?

Come, then, let us make a pact, you and I, that there
may be a witness between you and me”

Thereupon Yaakov took a stone and set it up as a
pillar.

And Yaakov said to his kinsmen, “Gather stones.”
So they took stones and made a mound; and they
partook of a meal there by the mound.

Laban named it Yegar-sahadutha, but Yaakov
named it Gal-ed.

And Laban declared, “This mound is a witness
between you and me this day.” That is why it was
named Gal-ed;

and [it was called] Mitzpa, because he said, “May
Hashem watch between you and me, when we are
out of sight of each other.

If you ill-treat my daughters or take other wives
besides my daughters—though no one else be
about, remember, Hashem Himself will be witness
between you and me.”

And Laban said to Yaakov, “Here is this mound and
here the pillar which I have set up between you and
me:

this mound shall be witness and this pillar shall

be witness that I am not to cross to you past this
mound, and that you are not to cross to me past this
mound and this pillar, with hostile intent.

May the God of Avraham and the god of Nahor”—
their ancestral deities—"judge between us” And
Yaakov swore by the Fear of his father Yitzchak.
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Bereishit/Genesis 32
Vayishlach

Yaakov then offered up a sacrifice on the Height,
and invited his kinsmen to partake of the meal.
After the meal, they spent the night on the Height.

Early in the morning, Laban kissed his sons and
daughters and bade them good-by; then Laban left
on his journey homeward.

Yaakov went on his way, and angels of Hashem
encountered him.

When he saw them, Yaakov said, “This is Hashem’s

camp.” So he named that place Mahanaim.

Yaakov sent messengers ahead to his brother Esau
in the land of Seir, the country of Edom,

and instructed them as follows, “Thus shall you say,
“To my lord Esau, thus says your servant Yaakov: I

stayed with Laban and remained until now;

I have acquired cattle, asses, sheep, and male and
female slaves; and I send this message to my lord in

the hope of gaining your favor.”

The messengers returned to Yaakov, saying, “We
came to your brother Esau; he himself is coming
to meet you, and there are four hundred men with

»

Yaakov was greatly frightened; in his anxiety, he
divided the people with him, and the flocks and
herds and camels, into two camps,

thinking, “If Esau comes to the one camp and

attacks it, the other camp may yet escape.”
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32:9 The other camp may yet escape \Whenever
the same Hebrew word is used to describe
unrelated events, the Bible is drawing a deep connection
between the two events. The word for ‘escape’in this
verse is playta (nv*29), the same word used by the
Prophet Ovadya (1:17) “But on Mount Zion a remnant
(playta) shall survive, and it shall be holy. The house of

Yaakov shall dispossess those who had dispossessed
them. The house of Yaakov shall be fire, and the house
of Yosef a flame, and the house of Esau shall be straw."
As he prepares for war with his brother Esau, Yaakov
alludes to the fact that Zion is the only real refuge for
the Jewish people from all future battles with the
descendants of Esau.
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Bereishit/Genesis 32

Then Yaakov said, “O God of my father Avraham
and God of my father Yitzchak, Hashem, who said
to me, ‘Return to your native land and I will deal
bountifully with you’!

I am unworthy of all the kindness that You have so
steadfastly shown Your servant: with my staff alone
I crossed this Yarden, and now I have become two
camps.

Deliver me, I pray, from the hand of my brother,
from the hand of Esau; else, I fear, he may come and
strike me down, mothers and children alike.

Yet You have said, ‘I will deal bountifully with you
and make your offspring as the sands of the sea,

»

which are too numerous to count.

After spending the night there, he selected from
what was at hand these presents for his brother
Esau:

200 she-goats and 20 he-goats; 200 ewes and 20
rams;

30 milch camels with their colts; 40 cows and 10
bulls; 20 she-asses and 10 he-asses.

These he put in the charge of his servants, drove by
drove, and he told his servants, “Go on ahead, and
keep a distance between droves.”

He instructed the one in front as follows, “When
my brother Esau meets you and asks you, “‘Whose
man are you? Where are you going? And whose
[animals] are these ahead of you?’

you shall answer, “Your servant Yaakov’s; they are a
gift sent to my lord Esau; and [ Yaakov] himself is
right behind us.”

He gave similar instructions to the second one,
and the third, and all the others who followed the
droves, namely, “Thus and so shall you say to Esau
when you reach him.

And you shall add, ‘And your servant Yaakov
himself is right behind us.” For he reasoned, “If I
propitiate him with presents in advance, and then
face him, perhaps he will show me favor”

And so the gift went on ahead, while he remained in
camp that night.
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Bereishit/Genesis 33
Vayishlach

That same night he arose, and taking his two wives,
his two maidservants, and his eleven children, he

crossed the ford of the Jabbok.

After taking them across the stream, he sent across
all his possessions.

Yaakov was left alone. And a man wrestled with him
until the break of dawn.

When he saw that he had not prevailed against him,
he wrenched Yaakov’s hip at its socket, so that the
socket of his hip was strained as he wrestled with
him.

Then he said, “Let me go, for dawn is breaking.” But
he answered, “I will not let you go, unless you bless

»

me.

Said the other, “What is your name?” He replied,
“Yaakov?

Said he, “Your name shall no longer be Yaakov, but
Yisrael, for you have striven with beings divine and
human, and have prevailed.”

Yaakov asked, “Pray tell me your name.” But he said,
“You must not ask my name!” And he took leave of
him there.

So Yaakov named the place Peniel, meaning, “I have
seen a divine being face to face, yet my life has been
preserved.

The sun rose upon him as he passed Penuel, limping

on his hip.

That is why the children of Yisrael to this day do not
eat the thigh muscle that is on the socket of the hip,
since Yaakov’s hip socket was wrenched at the thigh
muscle.

Looking up, Yaakov saw Esau coming, accompanied
by four hundred men. He divided the children
among Leah, Rachel, and the two maids,

putting the maids and their children first, Leah and
her children next, and Rachel and Yosef last.

He himself went on ahead and bowed low to the
ground seven times until he was near his brother.
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Bereishit/Genesis 33
Vayishlach

Esau ran to greet him. He embraced him and, falling
on his neck, he kissed him; and they wept.

Looking about, he saw the women and the
children. “Who,” he asked, “are these with you?” He
answered, “The children with whom Hashem has
favored your servant.”

Then the maids, with their children, came forward
and bowed low;

next Leah, with her children, came forward and
bowed low; and last, Yosef and Rachel came forward
and bowed low;

And he asked, “What do you mean by all this
company which I have met?” He answered, “To
gain my lord’s favor.”

Esau said, “I have enough, my brother; let what you
have remain yours.”

But Yaakov said, “No, I pray you; if you would do
me this favor, accept from me this gift; for to see
your face is like seeing the face of Hashem, and you
have received me favorably.

Please accept my present which has been brought
to you, for Hashem has favored me and I have
plenty.” And when he urged him, he accepted.

And [Esau] said, “Let us start on our journey, and I
will proceed at your pace.”

But he said to him, “My lord knows that the
children are frail and that the flocks and herds,
which are nursing, are a care to me; if they are

driven hard a single day, all the flocks will die.

Let my lord go on ahead of his servant, while I
travel slowly, at the pace of the cattle before me and
at the pace of the children, until I come to my lord
in Seir”

Then Esau said, “Let me assign to you some of the
men who are with me.” But he said, “Oh no, my lord

is too kind to me
So Esau started back that day on his way to Seir.

But Yaakov journeyed on to Succoth, and built a
house for himself and made stalls for his cattle; that
is why the place was called Succoth.
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Bereishit/Genesis 34
Vayishlach

Yaakov arrived safe in the city of Shechem which
is in the land of Canaan—having come thus from
Paddan-aram—and he encamped before the city.

The parcel of land where he pitched his tent he
purchased from the children of Hamor, Shechem’s
father, for a hundred kesitah.
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He set up a mizbayach there, and called it El-elohe-
yisrael.

Now Dina, the daughter whom Leah had borne to
Yaakov, went out to visit the daughters of the land.

Shechem son of Hamor the Hivite, chief of the
country, saw her, and took her and lay with her by
force.

Being strongly drawn to Dina daughter of Yaakov,
and in love with the maiden, he spoke to the
maiden tenderly.

So Shechem said to his father Hamor, “Get me this
girl as a wife”

Yaakov heard that he had defiled his daughter Dina;
but since his sons were in the field with his cattle,
Yaakov kept silent until they came home.

Then Shechem’s father Hamor came out to Yaakov
to speak to him.

Meanwhile Yaakov’s sons, having heard the news,
came in from the field. The men were distressed and
very angry, because he had committed an outrage in
Yisrael by lying with Yaakov’s daughter—a thing not
to be done.

And Hamor spoke with them, saying, “My son
Shechem longs for your daughter. Please give her to
him in marriage.

tent After escaping unscathed from Esau’s
clutches, Yaakov enters Canaan and purchases the
land he has chosen to settle. This is a message for all
of eternity. To ensure survival amidst countless
enemies, the Children of Israel must build up their
only true safe haven, the Land of Israel. Like his

grandfather Avraham, Yaakov then builds an altar to
Hashem. Rav Ovadya Seforno, a sixteenth century
[talian commentator, points out that after spending
time in exile, Yaakov appreciates that service of
Hashem is most fitting in Eretz Yisrael, and he
immediately makes every possible effort to worship
the one true God of Israel there.

Intermarry with us: give your daughters to us, and
take our daughters for yourselves:

You will dwell among us, and the land will be
open before you; settle, move about, and acquire
holdings in it.”

Then Shechem said to her father and brothers, “Do
me this favor, and I will pay whatever you tell me.

Ask of me a bride-price ever so high, as well as gifts,
and I will pay what you tell me; only give me the
maiden for a wife”

Yaakov’s sons answered Shechem and his father
Hamor—speaking with guile because he had
defiled their sister Dina

and said to them, “We cannot do this thing, to give
our sister to a man who is uncircumcised, for that is
a disgrace among us.

Only on this condition will we agree with you; that
you will become like us in that every male among
you is circumcised.

Then we will give our daughters to you and take
your daughters to ourselves; and we will dwell
among you and become as one kindred.

But if you will not listen to us and become
circumcised, we will take our daughter and go.”

Their words pleased Hamor and Hamor’s son
Shechem.

And the youth lost no time in doing the thing, for
he wanted Yaakov’s daughter. Now he was the most
respected in his father’s house.

So Hamor and his son Shechem went to the public
place of their town and spoke to their fellow
townsmen, saying,

“These people are our friends; let them settle in
the land and move about in it, for the land is large
enough for them; we will take their daughters to
ourselves as wives and give our daughters to them.

But only on this condition will the men agree
with us to dwell among us and be as one kindred:
that all our males become circumcised as they are
circumcised.

Their cattle and substance and all their beasts will
be ours, if we only agree to their terms, so that they
will settle among us.”

All who went out of the gate of his town heeded
Hamor and his son Shechem, and all males, all
those who went out of the gate of his town,were
circumcised.

On the third day, when they were in pain, Shimon
and Levi, two of Yaakov’s sons, brothers of

Dina, took each his sword, came upon the city
unmolested, and slew all the males.

They put Hamor and his son Shechem to the sword,
took Dina out of Shechem’s house, and went away.

The other sons of Yaakov came upon the slain and
plundered the town, because their sister had been

defiled.

They seized their flocks and herds and asses, all that
was inside the town and outside;

all their wealth, all their children, and their wives,
all that was in the houses, they took as captives and
booty.

Yaakov said to Shimon and Levi, “You have brought
trouble on me, making me odious among the
inhabitants of the land, the Canaanites and the
Perizzites; my men are few in number, so that if
they unite against me and attack me, I and my
house will be destroyed.”

But they answered, “Should our sister be treated
like a whore?”

Hashem said to Yaakov, “Arise, go up to Beit El and
remain there; and build a mizbayach there to the
God who appeared to you when you were fleeing

from your brother Esau.”
34:31 Should our sister be treated like a

So Yaakov said to his household and to all who were
with him, “Rid yourselves of the alien gods in your
midst, purify yourselves, and change your clothes.

Come, let us go up to Beit El, and I will build a
mizbayach there to the God who answered me
when I was in distress and who has been with me
wherever I have gone.”

They gave to Yaakov all the alien gods that they had,
and the rings that were in their ears, and Yaakov
buried them under the terebinth that was near
Shechem.

As they set out, a terror from Hashem fell on the
cities round about, so that they did not pursue the
sons of Yaakov.

Thus Yaakov came to Luz—that is, Beit El—in the
land of Canaan, he and all the people who were
with him.

There he built a mizbayach and named the site
El-bethel, for it was there that Hashem had revealed
Himself to him when he was fleeing from his
brother.

Devora, Rivka’s nurse, died, and was buried under
the oak below Beit El; so it was named Allon-
bacuth.

Hashem appeared again to Yaakov on his arrival
from Paddan-aram, and He blessed him.

Hashem said to him, “You whose name is Yaakov,
You shall be called Yaakov no more, But Yisrael shall
be your name.” Thus He named him Yisrael.

And Hashem said to him, “I am El Shaddai. Be
fertile and increase; A nation, yea an assembly of
nations, Shall descend from you. Kings shall issue
from your loins.

The land that I assigned to Avraham and Yitzchak 1
assign to you; And to your offspring to come Will I
assign the land”
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Hashem parted from him at the spot where He had
spoken to him;
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Bereishit/Genesis 35

and Yaakov set up a pillar at the site where He had
spoken to him, a pillar of stone, and he offered a
libation on it and poured oil upon it.

Yaakov gave the site, where Hashem had spoken to
him, the name of Beit EL

They set out from Beit El; but when they were
still some distance short of Efrat, Rachel was in
childbirth, and she had hard labor.

When her labor was at its hardest, the midwife said
to her, “Have no fear, for it is another boy for you.”

But as she breathed her last—for she was dying—
she named him Ben-oni; but his father called him
Binyamin.
Thus Rachel died. She was buried on the road to
Efrat—now Beit Lechem.
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Over her grave Yaakov set up a pillar; it is the pillar
at Rachel’s grave to this day.

Yisrael journeyed on, and pitched his tent beyond
Migdal-eder.

While Yisrael stayed in that land, Reuven went and
lay with Bilha, his father’s concubine; and Yisrael
found out. Now the sons of Yaakov were twelve in
number.

The sons of Leah: Reuven— Yaakov’s first-born—
Shimon, Levi, Yehuda, Yissachar, and Zevulun.

The sons of Rachel: Yosef and Binyamin.
The sons of Bilha, Rachel’s maid: Dan and Naftali.

35:19 She was buried on the road to Efrat Yaakov

did not bury his beloved wife Rachel in the
family plot in Chevron, but rather in nearby Beit Lechem.
Rashi explains that Rachel was intentionally buried there
in Beit Lechem, on the side of the road on which the
Jews were forcibly marched into exile following the
destruction of the first Beit Hamikdash. At that
devastating moment in Jewish history, the down-
trodden people found comfort in Rachel's holy resting
spot as she entreated God's mercy towards His people.
This is alluded to in Yirmiyahu's prophecy (Jeremiah
31:15-17) "A cry is heard in Rama — wailing, bitter
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weeping — Rachel is weeping for her children.”

According to the Zohar, the Mashiach will ultimately
lead the dispersed Jews along that same route, again
passing Rachel's grave as they are led back to their land
and thus fulfilling the continuation of Yirmiyahu's
prophecy, “they shall return from the enemy’s land....
the children shall return to their country.” Today, Rachel’s
Tomb on the outskirts of contemporary Bethlehem
remains a popular destination for people to pour out
their hearts in prayer for the day when all of Rachel’s
descendants will pass her grave, on their way back
home into Eretz Yisrael.
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Bereishit/Genesis 36
Vayishlach

And the sons of Zilpa, Leah’s maid: Gad and Asher.
These are the sons of Yaakov who were born to him
in Paddan-aram.

And Yaakov came to his father Yitzchak at Mamre,

at Kiryat Arba—now Chevron—where Avraham
and Yitzchak had sojourned.

Yitzchak was a hundred and eighty years old

when he breathed his last and died. He was
gathered to his kin in ripe old age; and he was
buried by his sons Esau and Yaakov.

This is the line of Esau—that is, Edom.

Esau took his wives from among the Canaanite
women—aAdah daughter of Elon the Hittite, and
Oholibamah daughter of Anah daughter of Zibeon
the Hivite

and also Basemath daughter of Ishmael and sister of
Nebaioth.

Adah bore to Esau Eliphaz; Basemath bore Reuel;

and Oholibamah bore Jeush, Jalam, and Korah.
Those were the sons of Esau, who were born to him
in the land of Canaan.

Esau took his wives, his sons and daughters, and all
the members of his household, his cattle and all his
livestock, and all the property that he had acquired
in the land of Canaan, and went to another land
because of his brother Yaakov.
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36:6 Went to another land because of his brother

Yaakov Esau moves away from Yaakov and the
Land of Israel to a foreign land. Rabbi Zalman Sorotzkin
explains that Esau is interested in “a land,”meaning a
physical territory. He does not want the spiritual and
moral responsibilities that come with Eretz Yisrael, since
he understands the unique spiritual sensitivity of the
land, and wants to live without worry that the land may

“vomit” him out (see Leviticus 18:28) The Sages
comment that Esau deferred to his brother in
recognition of Yaakov’s rightful acquisition of the
birthright, thereby acknowledging his right to the
Promised Land. With this fateful decision, Esau decided
to release himself of the responsibilities inherent in
ownership of the Land of Israel and relinquished them
to Yaakov.

For their possessions were too many for them to
dwell together, and the land where they sojourned
could not support them because of their livestock.

So Esau settled in the hill country of Seir—Esau
being Edom.

This, then, is the line of Esau, the ancestor of the
Edomites, in the hill country of Seir.

These are the names of Esau’s sons: Eliphaz, the son
of Esau’s wife Adah; Reuel, the son of Esau’s wife
Basemath.

The sons of Eliphaz were Teman, Omar, Zepho,
Gatam, and Kenaz.

Timna was a concubine of Esau’s son Eliphaz;
she bore Amalek to Eliphaz. Those were the
descendants of Esau’s wife Adah.

And these were the sons of Reuel: Nahath,
Zerah, Shammah, and Mizzah. Those were the
descendants of Esau’s wife Basemath.

And these were the sons of Esau’s wife Oholibamah,
daughter of Anah daughter of Zibeon: she bore to
Esau Jeush, Jalam, and Korah.

These are the clans of the children of Esau. The
descendants of Esau’s first-born Eliphaz: the clans
Teman, Omar, Zepho, Kenaz,

Korah, Gatam, and Amalek; these are the clans
of Eliphaz in the land of Edom. Those are the
descendants of Adah.

And these are the descendants of Esau’s son Reuel:
the clans Nahath, Zerah, Shammah, and Mizzah;
these are the clans of Reuel in the land of Edom.
Those are the descendants of Esau’s wife Basemath.

And these are the descendants of Esau’s wife
Oholibamah: the clans Jeush, Jalam, and Korah;
these are the clans of Esau’s wife Oholibamah, the
daughter of Anah.

Those were the sons of Esau—that is, Edom—and
those are their clans.

These were the sons of Seir the Horite, who were
settled in the land: Lotan, Shobal, Zibeon, Anah,
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Bereishit/Genesis 36
Vayishlach

Dishon, Ezer, and Dishan. Those are the clans of
the Horites, the descendants of Seir, in the land of
Edom.

The sons of Lotan were Hori and Hemam; and

Lotan’s sister was Timna.

The sons of Shobal were these: Alvan, Manahath,
Ebal, Shepho, and Onam.

The sons of Zibeon were these: Aiah and Anah—
that was the Anah who discovered the hot springs

in the wilderness while pasturing the asses of his
father Zibeon.

The children of Anah were these: Dishon and
Anah’s daughter Oholibamah.

The sons of Dishon were these: Hemdan, Eshban,
Ithran, and Cheran.

The sons of Ezer were these: Bilhan, Zaavan, and
Akan.
And the sons of Dishan were these: Uz and Aran.

These are the clans of the Horites: the clans Lotan,
Shobal, Zibeon, Anah,

Dishon, Ezer, and Dishan. Those are the clans of the
Horites, clan by clan, in the land of Seir.

These are the kings who reigned in the land of
Edom before any king reigned over the Israelites.

Bela son of Beor reigned in Edom, and the name of
his city was Dinhabah.

When Bela died, Jobab son of Zerah, from Bozrah,
succeeded him as king.

When Jobab died, Husham of the land of the
Temanites succeeded him as king.

When Husham died, Hadad son of Bedad, who
defeated the Midianites in the country of Moab,
succeeded him as king; the name of his city was
Avith.

When Hadad died, Samlah of Masrekah succeeded
him as king.
When Samlah died, Saul of Rehoboth-on-the-river

succeeded him as king.

When Saul died, Baal-hanan son of Achbor
succeeded him as king,
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Bereishit/Genesis 37
Vayeishev

And when Baal-hanan son of Achbor died, Hadar
succeeded him as king; the name of his city was
Pau, and his wife’s name was Mehetabel daughter of
Matred daughter of Me-zahab.

These are the names of the clans of Esau, each with
its families and locality, name by name: the clans
Timna, Alvah, Jetheth,

Oholibamah, Elah, Pinon,
Kenaz, Teman, Mibzar,

Magdiel, and Iram. Those are the clans of Edlom—
that is, of Esau, father of the Edomites—by their
settlements in the land which they hold.

Now Yaakov was settled in the land where his father
had sojourned, the land of Canaan.

This, then, is the line of Yaakov: At seventeen years
of age, Yosef tended the flocks with his brothers, as
a helper to the sons of his father’s wives Bilha and
Zilpa. And Yosef brought bad reports of them to
their father.
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Now Yisrael loved Yosef best of all his sons, for he
was the child of his old age; and he had made him

an ornamented tunic.

And when his brothers saw that their father loved
him more than any of his brothers, they hated him
so that they could not speak a friendly word to him.

Once Yosefhad a dream which he told to his
brothers; and they hated him even more.

He said to them, “Hear this dream which I have
dreamed:

m 37:2 Yoseftended the flocks with his brothers |t
is no coincidence that so many biblical heroes
are shepherds. The Sages point out that this simple
profession is excellent spiritually, for two reasons. On
one hand, the abundance of time for quiet reflection
and meditation allows the shepherd to develop an
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intimate relationship with Hashem. On the other hand,
a shepherd who excels in his work acquires a deep
sensitivity to the needs of each and every sheep in his
flock. What Yosef learns as a young shepherd enables
him to become a paradigm of leadership for all future
generations in the service of God and the service of man.
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There we were binding sheaves in the field, when
suddenly my sheaf stood up and remained upright;
then your sheaves gathered around and bowed low
to my sheaf”

His brothers answered, “Do you mean to reign over
us? Do you mean to rule over us?” And they hated
him even more for his talk about his dreams.

He dreamed another dream and told it to his
brothers, saying, “Look, I have had another dream:
And this time, the sun, the moon, and eleven stars
were bowing down to me.”

And when he told it to his father and brothers, his
father berated him. “What,” he said to him, “is this
dream you have dreamed? Are we to come, I and
your mother and your brothers, and bow low to you
to the ground?”

So his brothers were wrought up at him, and his
father kept the matter in mind.

One time, when his brothers had gone to pasture
their father’s flock at Shechem,

Yisrael said to Yosef, “Your brothers are pasturing
at Shechem. Come, I will send you to them.” He
answered, “I am ready”

And he said to him, “Go and see how your brothers
are and how the flocks are faring, and bring me back
word.” So he sent him from the valley of Chevron.
When he reached Shechem,

aman came upon him wandering in the fields. The
man asked him, “What are you looking for?”

He answered, “I am looking for my brothers. Could
you tell me where they are pasturing?”

The man said, “They have gone from here, for I
heard them say: Let us go to Dothan.” So Yosef
followed his brothers and found them at Dothan.

They saw him from afar, and before he came close
to them they conspired to kill him.

They said to one another, “Here comes that
dreamer!

Come now, let us kill him and throw him into one
of the pits; and we can say, ‘A savage beast devoured
him. We shall see what comes of his dreams!”
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But when Reuven heard it, he tried to save him from
them. He said, “Let us not take his life.”

And Reuven went on, “Shed no blood! Cast him
into that pit out in the wilderness, but do not touch
him yourselves”—intending to save him from them
and restore him to his father.
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When Yosef came up to his brothers, they stripped
Yosef of his tunic, the ornamented tunic that he was
wearing,

and took him and cast him into the pit. The pit was
empty; there was no water in it.

Then they sat down to a meal. Looking up, they saw
a caravan of Ishmaelites coming from Gilad, their
camels bearing gum, balm, and ladanum to be taken

to Egypt.

Then Yehuda said to his brothers, “What do we gain
by killing our brother and covering up his blood?

Come, let us sell him to the Ishmaelites, but let us
not do away with him ourselves. After all, he is our
brother, our own flesh.” His brothers agreed.

When Midianite traders passed by, they pulled Yosef
up out of the pit. They sold Yosef for twenty pieces
of silver to the Ishmaelites, who brought Yosef to

Egypt.

When Reuven returned to the pit and saw that Yosef
was not in the pit, he rent his clothes.

Returning to his brothers, he said, “The boy is
gone! Now, what am I to do?”

Then they took Yosef’s tunic, slaughtered a kid, and
dipped the tunic in the blood.

37:22 Cast him into that pit Reuven suggests

throwing Yosef into a pit filled with dangerous
snakes and scorpions, whereas Yehuda recommends
selling Yosef to merchants. It would seem that Yehuda's
plan was likelier to save Yosefs life and ensure a better
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outcome. Nevertheless, Rabbi Chaim of Volozhin, the
nineteenth century author of Nefesh Hachaim and
founder of the Volozhin Yeshiva, explains that one is safer
in Eretz Yisrael, despite apparent imminent dangers, than
in a foreign land with the illusion of physical security.
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They had the ornamented tunic taken to their
father, and they said, “We found this. Please
examine it; is it your son’s tunic or not?”

He recognized it, and said, “My son’s tunic! A
savage beast devoured him! Yosef was torn by a
beast!”

Yaakov rent his clothes, put sackcloth on his loins,
and observed mourning for his son many days.

All his sons and daughters sought to comfort him;
but he refused to be comforted, saying, “No, I will
go down mourning to my son in Sheol.” Thus his
father bewailed him.

The Midianites, meanwhile, sold him in Egypt
to Potiphar, a courtier of Pharaoh and his chief
steward.

About that time Yehuda left his brothers and

camped near a certain Adullamite whose name was

Hirah.
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There Yehuda saw the daughter of a certain
Canaanite whose name was Shua, and he married
her and cohabited with her.

She conceived and bore a son, and he named him
Er.

She conceived again and bore a son, and named
him Onan.

Once again she bore a son, and named him Sheila;
he was at Chezib when she bore him.

Yehuda got a wife for Er his first-born; her name was

Tamar.
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[:l 38:1 VYehuda left his brothers Though the story
of Yehuda and his daughter-in-law Tamar seems
to interrupt the narrative of the Yosef stories, Jewish
tradition teaches that its placement here is deliberate.
In beautiful shorthand, the Midrash explains the
connection: “While the tribes were busy with the sale of
Yosef; Reuven, Yosef and Yaakov were busy with their
sackcloth and mourning; Yehuda was busy taking a wife;
and God was busy creating the light of the Mashiach."

Like a puppet master operating behind the scenes and
hidden from view, Hashem is pulling the strings and
directing events without the knowledge or under-
standing of the participants themselves. From the union
between Yehuda and Tamar, the Davidic dynasty and
ultimately the Mashiach himself would emerge. Precisely
when life seems to be completely unraveling, Hashem
is directing events with His infinite wisdom, and is
carefully nurturing our redemption.
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But Er, Yehudda’s first-born, was displeasing to
Hashem, and Hashem took his life.

Then Yehuda said to Onan, “Join with your brother’s
wife and do your duty by her as a brother-in-law,
and provide offspring for your brother.”

But Onan, knowing that the seed would not count
as his, let it go to waste whenever he joined with his
brother’s wife, so as not to provide offspring for his
brother.

What he did was displeasing to Hashem, and He
took his life also.

Then Yehuda said to his daughter-in-law Tamar,
“Stay as a widow in your father’s house until my son
Sheila grows up”—for he thought, “He too might
die like his brothers.” So Tamar went to live in her
father’s house.

Along time afterward, Shua’s daughter, the wife
of Yehuda, died. When his period of mourning
was over, Yehuda went up to Timnah to his
sheepshearers, together with his friend Hirah the
Adullamite.

And Tamar was told, “Your father-in-law is coming
up to Timnah for the sheepshearing’

So she took off her widow’s garb, covered her face
with a veil, and, wrapping herself up, sat down at
the entrance to Enaim, which is on the road to
Timnah; for she saw that Sheila was grown up, yet
she had not been given to him as wife.

When Yehuda saw her, he took her for a harlot; for
she had covered her face.

So he turned aside to her by the road and said,
“Here, let me sleep with you”™—for he did not know
that she was his daughter-in-law. “What,” she asked,
“will you pay for sleeping with me?”

He replied, “I will send a kid from my flock.” But
she said, “You must leave a pledge until you have
sent it

And he said, “What pledge shall I give you?” She
replied, “Your seal and cord, and the staff which you
carry” So he gave them to her and slept with her,
and she conceived by him.

Then she went on her way. She took off her veil and
again put on her widow’s garb.
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Yehuda sent the kid by his friend the Adullamite, to
redeem the pledge from the woman; but he could
not find her.

He inquired of the people of that town, “Where is
the cult prostitute, the one at Enaim, by the road?”
But they said, “There has been no prostitute here.”

So he returned to Yehuda and said, “I could not find
her; moreover, the townspeople said: There has
been no prostitute here””

Yehuda said, “Let her keep them, lest we become a
laughingstock. I did send her this kid, but you did
not find her”

About three months later, Yehuda was told, “Your
daughter-in-law Tamar has played the harlot; in

fact, she is with child by harlotry” “Bring her out,”
said Yehuda, “and let her be burned.”

As she was being brought out, she sent this message
to her father-in-law, “I am with child by the man

to whom these belong.” And she added, “Examine
these: whose seal and cord and staff are these?”

Yehuda recognized them, and said, “She is more in
the right than I, inasmuch as I did not give her to
my son Sheila” And he was not intimate with her
again.

When the time came for her to give birth, there
were twins in her womb!

While she was in labor, one of them put out his
hand, and the midwife tied a crimson thread on that
hand, to signify: This one came out first.

But just then he drew back his hand, and out came
his brother; and she said, “What a breach you have
made for yourself!” So he was named Peretz.

Afterward his brother came out, on whose hand
was the crimson thread; he was named Zerach.

When Yosef was taken down to Egypt, a certain
Egyptian, Potiphar, a courtier of Pharaoh and his
chief steward, bought him from the Ishmaelites
who had brought him there.

Hashem was with Yosef, and he was a successful
man; and he stayed in the house of his Egyptian
master.

And when his master saw that Hashem was with
him and that Hashem lent success to everything he
undertook,

he took a liking to Yosef. He made him his personal
attendant and put him in charge of his household,
placing in his hands all that he owned.

And from the time that the Egyptian put him in
charge of his household and of all that he owned,
Hashem blessed his house for Yosef’s sake, so that
the blessing of Hashem was upon everything that he
owned, in the house and outside.

He left all that he had in Yosef's hands and, with him
there, he paid attention to nothing save the food
that he ate. Now Yosef was well built and handsome.

After a time, his master’s wife cast her eyes upon
Yosef and said, “Lie with me””

But he refused. He said to his master’s wife, “Look,
with me here, my master gives no thought to
anything in this house, and all that he owns he has
placed in my hands.

He wields no more authority in this house than

I, and he has withheld nothing from me except
yourself, since you are his wife. How then could I
do this most wicked thing, and sin before Hashem?”
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n 39:1 A certain Egyptian The verse here labels
Potiphar ish mitzree (731 wx), ‘an Egyptian, in
contrast to Yosef, who is called Ha'lvri (*7ayn), ‘the
Hebrew' (verse 14). Since we already know the
nationalities of these individuals, why are the labels
necessary? The Egyptians were known for their
arrogance and condescension towards the nomadic
tribes. Despite their prejudice, Yosef will rise in rank

among them. He will succeed at every task presented
to him, and subsequently find favor in the eyes of
Potiphar, the Egyptian royal official. Only Divine
Providence could bring about the success of a mere
“Hebrew,"as the next verse says“Hashem was with Yosef,
and he was a successful man." Yosef demonstrates that
when a person puts himself in the hands of God, he can
succeed beyond expectation.
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And much as she coaxed Yosef day after day, he did
not yield to her request to lie beside her, to be with
her.

One such day, he came into the house to do his
work. None of the household being there inside,

she caught hold of him by his garment and said,
“Lie with me!” But he left his garment in her hand
and got away and fled outside.

When she saw that he had left it in her hand and
had fled outside,

she called out to her servants and said to them,
“Look, he had to bring us a Hebrew to dally with
us! This one came to lie with me; but I screamed
loud.

And when he heard me screaming at the top of my
voice, he left his garment with me and got away and
fled outside”

She kept his garment beside her, until his master
came home.

Then she told him the same story, saying, “The
Hebrew slave whom you brought into our house
came to me to dally with me;

but when I screamed at the top of my voice, he left
his garment with me and fled outside.”

When his master heard the story that his wife told
him, namely, “Thus and so your slave did to me,” he
was furious.

So Yosef's master had him put in prison, where the
king’s prisoners were confined. But even while he
was there in prison,

Hashem was with Yosef: He extended kindness to
him and disposed the chiefjailer favorably toward
him.

The chiefjailer put in Yosefs charge all the prisoners
who were in that prison, and he was the one to
carry out everything that was done there.

The chiefjailer did not supervise anything that was
in Yosef’s charge, because Hashem was with him, and
whatever he did Hashem made successful.
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Some time later, the cupbearer and the baker of the

king of Egypt gave oftense to their lord the king of
Egypt.

Pharaoh was angry with his two courtiers, the chief
cupbearer and the chief baker,

and put them in custody, in the house of the chief
steward, in the same prison house where Yosef was
confined.

The chief steward assigned Yosef to them, and he
attended them. When they had been in custody for
some time,

both of them—the cupbearer and the baker of the
king of Egypt, who were confined in the prison—
dreamed in the same night, each his own dream and
each dream with its own meaning,

When Yosef came to them in the morning, he saw
that they were distraught.

He asked Pharaoh’s courtiers, who were with him in
custody in his master’s house, saying, “Why do you
appear downcast today?”

And they said to him, “We had dreams, and there
is no one to interpret them.” So Yosef said to them,
“Surely Hashem can interpret! Tell me [your

dreams]

Then the chief cupbearer told his dream to Yosef. He
said to him, “In my dream, there was a vine in front
of me.

On the vine were three branches. It had barely
budded, when out came its blossoms and its
clusters ripened into grapes.

Pharaoh’s cup was in my hand, and I took the
grapes, pressed them into Pharaoh’s cup, and placed
the cup in Pharaoh’s hand.”

Yosef said to him, “This is its interpretation: The
three branches are three days.

In three days Pharaoh will pardon you and restore
you to your post; you will place Pharaoh’s cup in his
hand, as was your custom formerly when you were
his cupbearer.

But think of me when all is well with you again, and
do me the kindness of mentioning me to Pharaoh,
so as to free me from this place.
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For in truth, I was kidnapped from the land of the
Hebrews; nor have I done anything here that they
should have put me in the dungeon.”
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When the chief baker saw how favorably he had
interpreted, he said to Yosef, “In my dream, similarly,
there were three openwork baskets on my head.

In the uppermost basket were all kinds of food for
Pharaoh that a baker prepares; and the birds were
eating it out of the basket above my head”

Yosef answered, “This is its interpretation: The three
baskets are three days.

In three days Pharaoh will lift off your head and
impale you upon a pole; and the birds will pick oft
your flesh.”

On the third day—his birthday—Pharaoh made a
banquet for all his officials, and he singled out his
chief cupbearer and his chief baker from among his
officials.

He restored the chief cupbearer to his cupbearing,

and he placed the cup in Pharaoh’s hand;

but the chief baker he impaled—just as Yosef had
interpreted to them.

Yet the chief cupbearer did not think of Yosef; he
forgot him.

After two years’ time, Pharaoh dreamed that he was
standing by the Nile,

when out of the Nile there came up seven cows,
handsome and sturdy, and they grazed in the reed
grass.
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l:l 40:15 | was kidnapped from the land of the
Hebrews |t is remarkable, notes Rabbi Samson
Raphael Hirsch, that at this early date, the Land of Israel
was already known as the ‘Land of the Hebrews! While
the Torah chronicles and elaborates on events in the
lives of the Patriarchs and other monumental occur-

rences that influence all of Jewish history, it provides
little commentary on the surrounding nations'reactions
to these events. Through this reference, though, it
becomes clear that the Hebrew people was emerging
as a recognized entity, important enough for the land
to be referenced as theirs.
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But presently, seven other cows came up from the
Nile close behind them, ugly and gaunt, and stood
beside the cows on the bank of the Nile;

and the ugly gaunt cows ate up the seven handsome
sturdy cows. And Pharaoh awoke.

He fell asleep and dreamed a second time: Seven
ears of grain, solid and healthy, grew on a single
stalk.

But close behind them sprouted seven ears, thin
and scorched by the east wind.

And the thin ears swallowed up the seven solid and
full ears. Then Pharaoh awoke: it was a dream!

Next morning, his spirit was agitated, and he sent
for all the magicians of Egypt, and all its wise men;
and Pharaoh told them his dreams, but none could
interpret them for Pharaoh.

The chief cupbearer then spoke up and said to
Pharaoh, “I must make mention today of my
offenses.

Once Pharaoh was angry with his servants, and
placed me in custody in the house of the chief
steward, together with the chief baker.

We had dreams the same night, he and I, each of us
a dream with a meaning of its own.

A Hebrew youth was there with us, a servant of the
chief steward; and when we told him our dreams,
he interpreted them for us, telling each of the
meaning of his dream.

And as he interpreted for us, so it came to pass:
I was restored to my post, and the other was
impaled”

Thereupon Pharaoh sent for Yosef, and he was
rushed from the dungeon. He had his hair cut
and changed his clothes, and he appeared before
Pharaoh.

And Pharaoh said to Yosef, “I have had a dream,
but no one can interpret it. Now I have heard it
said of you that for you to hear a dream is to tell its
meaning.”
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Yosef answered Pharaoh, saying, “Not I! Hashem
will see to Pharaoh’s welfare.”

Then Pharaoh said to Yosef, “In my dream, I was
standing on the bank of the Nile,

when out of the Nile came up seven sturdy and
well-formed cows and grazed in the reed grass.

Presently there followed them seven other cows,
scrawny, ill-formed, and emaciated—never had I
seen their likes for ugliness in all the land of Egypt!

And the seven lean and ugly cows ate up the first
seven cows, the sturdy ones;

but when they had consumed them, one could not
tell that they had consumed them, for they looked
just as bad as before. And I awoke.

In my other dream, I saw seven ears of grain, full
and healthy, growing on a single stalk;

but right behind them sprouted seven ears,
shriveled, thin, and scorched by the east wind.

And the thin ears swallowed the seven healthy
ears. I have told my magicians, but none has an
explanation for me.”

And Yosef said to Pharaoh, “Pharaoh’s dreams are
one and the same: Hashem has told Pharaoh what
He is about to do.

The seven healthy cows are seven years, and the
seven healthy ears are seven years; it is the same
dream.

The seven lean and ugly cows that followed are
seven years, as are also the seven empty ears
scorched by the east wind; they are seven years of
famine.

It is just as I have told Pharaoh: Hashem has
revealed to Pharaoh what He is about to do.

Immediately ahead are seven years of great
abundance in all the land of Egypt.

After them will come seven years of famine, and
all the abundance in the land of Egypt will be
forgotten. As the land is ravaged by famine,
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no trace of the abundance will be left in the land
because of the famine thereafter, for it will be very
severe.

As for Pharaoh having had the same dream twice,
it means that the matter has been determined by
Hashem, and that Hashem will soon carry it out.

“Accordingly, let Pharaoh find a man of discernment
and wisdom, and set him over the land of Egypt.

And let Pharaoh take steps to appoint overseers
over the land, and organize the land of Egypt in the
seven years of plenty.

Let all the food of these good years that are coming
be gathered, and let the grain be collected under
Pharaoh’s authority as food to be stored in the
cities.

Let that food be a reserve for the land for the seven
years of famine which will come upon the land

of Egypt, so that the land may not perish in the
famine”

The plan pleased Pharaoh and all his court

And Pharaoh said to his courtiers, “Could we find
another like him, a man in whom is the spirit of
Hashem?”

So Pharaoh said to Yosef, “Since Hashem has made
all this known to you, there is none so discerning
and wise as you.

You shall be in charge of my court, and by your
command shall all my people be directed; only with
respect to the throne shall I be superior to you.”

Pharaoh further said to Yosef, “See, I put you in
charge of all the land of Egypt.”

And removing his signet ring from his hand,
Pharaoh put it on Yosefs hand; and he had him
dressed in robes of fine linen, and put a gold chain
about his neck.

He had him ride in the chariot of his second-in-
command, and they cried before him, “Abrek!”
Thus he placed him over all the land of Egypt.

Pharaoh said to Yosef, “I am Pharaoh; yet without
you, no one shall lift up hand or foot in all the land
of Egypt”
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Pharaoh then gave Yosef the name Zaphenath-
paneah; and he gave him for a wife Asenath
daughter of Poti-phera, priestof On. Thus Yosef
emerged in charge of the land of Egypt.

Yosef was thirty years old when he entered the
service of Pharaoh king of Egypt.—Leaving
Pharaoh’s presence, Yosef traveled through all the
land of Egypt.

During the seven years of plenty, the land produced
in abundance.

And he gathered all the grain of the seven years that
the land of Egypt was enjoying, and stored the grain
in the cities; he put in each city the grain of the
fields around it.

So Yosef collected produce in very large quantity,
like the sands of the sea, until he ceased to measure
it, for it could not be measured.

Before the years of famine came, Yosef became the
father of two sons, whom Asenath daughter of Poti-
phera, priest of On, bore to him.

Yosef named the first-born Menashe, meaning,
“Hashem has made me forget completely my
hardship and my parental home”

And the second he named Efraim, meaning,
“Hashem has made me fertile in the land of my
affliction.”
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The seven years of abundance that the land of Egypt
enjoyed came to an end,

and the seven years of famine set in, just as Yosef
had foretold. There was famine in all lands, but
throughout the land of Egypt there was bread.
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41:52 Hashem has made me forget completely
my hardship As the name of his first son

indicates, Yosef is finally comforted after his troubling
experience with his brothers. Yet, with the name of
his second son, Yosef indicates that even after being
appointed viceroy to Pharaoh, Egypt is still a land of

affliction to him. Rabbi Yitzchak Abrabanel, a fifteenth
century Bible commentator, points out that despite
his elevated status, Yosef never forgot where he truly
belonged. Though he was comforted over his loss,
Yosef still yearned to return to his father's household
in Eretz Yisrael.
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And when all the land of Egypt felt the hunger, the
people cried out to Pharaoh for bread; and Pharaoh
said to all the Egyptians, “Go to Jo-seph; whatever
he tells you, you shall do”

Accordingly, when the famine became severe

in the land of Egypt, Yoseflaid open all that was
within, and rationed out grain to the Egyptians. The
famine, however, spread over the whole world.

So all the world came to Yosef in Egypt to procure
rations, for the famine had become severe
throughout the world.

When Yaakov saw that there were food rations to be
had in Egypt, he said to his sons, “Why do you keep
looking at one another?

Now I hear,” he went on, “that there are rations to
be had in Egypt. Go down and procure rations for
us there, that we may live and not die.”

So ten of Yosef’s brothers went down to get grain
rations in Egypt;

for Yaakov did not send Yosef’s brother Binyamin
with his brothers, since he feared that he might
meet with disaster.

Thus the sons of Yisrael were among those who
came to procure rations, for the famine extended to
the land of Canaan.

Now Yosef was the vizier of the land; it was he who
dispensed rations to all the people of the land. And
Yosef's brothers came and bowed low to him, with
their faces to the ground.

When Yosef saw his brothers, he recognized them;
but he acted like a stranger toward them and spoke
harshly to them. He asked them, “Where do you
come from?” And they said, “From the land of
Canaan, to procure food.”
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m 42:7 From the land of Canaan, to procure
food Many commentators point out the
incongruity between Yosef’s question and the brothers’
answer. Yosef asked only about their origin; why, then,
did the brothers supply a reason for their travels? The

question is strengthened by the fact that assumedly,
their reason for coming to Egypt was self-evident.
Rabbi Zalman Sorotzkin answers that the brothers were
accustomed to the need to apologize and offer an
explanation for leaving the holy Land of Israel.
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For though Yosef recognized his brothers, they did
not recognize him.

Recalling the dreams that he had dreamed about
them, Yosef said to them, “You are spies, you have
come to see the land in its nakedness.”

But they said to him, “No, my lord! Truly, your
servants have come to procure food.

We are all of us sons of the same man; we are honest
men; your servants have never been spies!

And he said to them, “No, you have come to see the
land in its nakedness!”

And they replied, “We your servants were twelve
brothers, sons of a certain man in the land of
Canaan; the youngest, however, is now with our
father, and one is no more.”

But Yosef said to them, “It is just as I have told you:
You are spies!

By this you shall be put to the test: unless your
youngest brother comes here, by Pharaoh, you shall
not depart from this place!

Let one of you go and bring your brother, while the
rest of you remain confined, that your words may
be put to the test whether there is truth in you. Else,
by Pharaoh, you are nothing but spies!”

And he confined them in the guardhouse for three
days.

On the third day Yosef said to them, “Do this and
you shall live, for I am a Hashem-fearing man.

If you are honest men, let one of you brothers be
held in your place of detention, while the rest of
you go and take home rations for your starving

households;

but you must bring me your youngest brother, that
your words may be verified and that you may not
die” And they did accordingly.

Although they could presume that the Egyptian would
not think in these terms, they nevertheless felt the
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They said to one another, “Alas, we are being
punished on account of our brother, because we
looked on at his anguish, yet paid no heed as he
pleaded with us. That is why this distress has come
upon us.”

Then Reuven spoke up and said to them, “Did I not
tell you, ‘Do no wrong to the boy’? But you paid no
heed. Now comes the reckoning for his blood.”

They did not know that Yosef understood, for there
was an interpreter between him and them.

He turned away from them and wept. But he came
back to them and spoke to them; and he took
Shimon from among them and had him bound
before their eyes.

Then Yosef gave orders to fill their bags with grain,
return each one’s money to his sack, and give them
provisions for the journey; and this was done for
them.

So they loaded their asses with the rations and
departed from there.

As one of them was opening his sack to give feed to
his ass at the night encampment, he saw his money
right there at the mouth of his bag,

And he said to his brothers, “My money has been
returned! It is here in my bag!” Their hearts sank;
and, trembling, they turned to one another, saying,
“What is this that Hashem has done to us?”

When they came to their father Yaakov in the land
of Canaan, they told him all that had befallen them,
saying,

“The man who is lord of the land spoke harshly to
us and accused us of spying on the land.

We said to him, “We are honest men; we have never
been spies!

There were twelve of us brothers, sons by the same
father; but one is no more, and the youngest is now
with our father in the land of Canaan’

But the man who is lord of the land said to us, ‘By
this I shall know that you are honest men: leave one
of your brothers with me, and take something for
your starving households and be off.
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And bring your youngest brother to me, that I may
know that you are not spies but honest men. I will
then restore your brother to you, and you shall be

free to move about in the land.

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exonerate themselves from the accusations of theft by
mentioning that they had already returned the extra
money they found in their sacks after the previous trip.
Why must the brothers specify that they returned the
money from the land of Canaan? It seems that in the
brothers’minds, this detail adds a further verification

of their honesty. As they brought the money back from
the Land of Israel, known for its spiritual heights, they
must surely have noble intentions. Since antiquity, Fretz
Yisrael has been synonymous with morality, and the
land itself demands a high level of ethical responsibility
from its inhabitants.
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Then Yehuda went up to him and said, “Please, my
lord, let your servant appeal to my lord, and do not
be impatient with your servant, you who are the
equal of Pharaoh.

My lord asked his servants, ‘Have you a father or
another brother?’

We told my lord, “We have an old father, and there is
a child of his old age, the youngest; his full brother
is dead, so that he alone is left of his mother, and his
father dotes on him!

His sobs were so loud that the Egyptians could
hear, and so the news reached Pharaoh’s palace.

Yosef said to his brothers, “I am Yosef. Is my father
still well?” But his brothers could not answer him,
so dumfounded were they on account of him.

45:7 To save your lives in an extraordinary deliverance
To allay his brothers’fears that he will take revenge
for selling him into slavery, Yosef observes that
their actions were part of the divine plan, and will
undoubtedly bring great salvation. The short term
benefit is already clear in that, due to his position, Yosef
will be able to save his family and the entire region
from the famine which has just begun. Further, in

the great scheme of history, the sale of Yosef brought
the entire family down to Egypt, thus beginning the
fulfillment of God's promise (Genesis 15:13-14) that
Avraham'’s descendants will be strangers in a strange
land. It follows that after the period of enslavement
in Egypt specified by the prophecy, they will merit
a ‘great deliverance, and ultimately return to the
Promised Land.
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“Now, hurry back to my father and say to him: Thus
says your son Yosef, ‘Hashem has made me lord of all
Egypt; come down to me without delay.

You will dwell in the region of Goshen, where you
will be near me—you and your children and your
grandchildren, your flocks and herds, and all that is
yours.

There I will provide for you—for there are yet
five years of famine to come—that you and your
household and all that is yours may not suffer want.

You can see for yourselves, and my brother
Binyamin for himself, that it is indeed I who am
speaking to you.

With that he embraced his brother Binyamin
around the neck and wept, and Binyamin wept on
his neck.

The news reached Pharaoh’s palace: “Yosef’s
brothers have come.” Pharaoh and his courtiers
were pleased.

And Pharaoh said to Yosef, “Say to your brothers,

Egypt Yaakov's family descends to Egypt to
escape the famine in Eretz Yisrael. In this verse, Hashem
assures Yaakov that when the Children of Israel are in
exile, Hashem’s presence will accompany them. Rabbi
Yehuda Lowe, a sixteenth century Talmudic scholar
known as the Maharal, points out that the word

‘descend’in this verse was carefully chosen. It conveys
the idea that spiritually speaking, Eretz Yisrael is the
highest of all places, and hence one who leaves that
land is descending. Of course, the opposite is also true.
Travel to Israel is repeatedly referred to in the Bible as an
‘ascension.Whenever one enters the land Israel, he or
she experiences an elevated spiritual state.
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and they took along their livestock and the wealth
that they had amassed in the land of Canaan. Thus
Yaakov and all his offspring with him came to
Egypt:

he brought with him to Egypt his sons and
grandsons, his daughters and granddaughters—all
his offspring.

Shimon’s sons: Jemuel, Jamin, Ohad, Jachin, Zohar,
and Shaul the son of a Canaanite woman.

Levi’s sons: Gershon, Kehat, and Merari.

Yehuda’s sons: Er, Onan, Sheila, Peretz, and
Zerach—but Er and Onan had died in the land
of Canaan; and Peretz’s sons were Chetzron and
Hamul.

Yissachar’s sons: Tola, Puvah, Iob, and Shimron.
Zevulun’s sons: Sered, Eilon, and Jahleel.

Those were the sons whom Leah bore to Yaakov
in Paddan-aram, in addition to his daughter Dina.
Persons in all, male and female: 33.

Gad’s sons: Ziphion, Haggi, Shuni, Ezbon, Eri,
Arodi, and Areli.

Asher’s sons: Imnah, Ishvah, Ishvi, and Beriah,
and their sister Serah. Beriah’s sons: Chever and
Malchiel.

These were the descendants of Zilpa, whom Laban
had given to his daughter Leah. These she bore to
Yaakov—16 persons.

The sons of Yaakov’s wife Rachel were Yosef and
Binyamin.

To Yosef were born in the land of Egypt Menashe
and Efraim, whom Asenath daughter of Poti-phera
priest of On bore to him.

Binyamin’s sons: Bela, Becher, Ashbel, Gera,
Naaman, Ehi, Rosh, Muppim, Huppim, and Ard.

These were the descendants of Rachel who were
born to Yaakov—14 persons in all.
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Dan’s son: Hushim.
Naftali’s sons: Jahzeel, Guni, Jezer, and Shillem.

These were the descendants of Bilha, whom Laban
had given to his daughter Rachel. These she bore to
Yaakov—7 persons in all.

All the persons belonging to Yaakov who came
to Egypt—his own issue, aside from the wives of
Yaakov’s sons—all these persons numbered 66.

And Yosef's sons who were born to him in Egypt
were two in number. Thus the total of Yaakov’s

household who came to Egypt was seventy persons.

He had sent Yehuda ahead of him to Yosef, to point
the way before him to Goshen. So when they came
to the region of Goshen,

Yosef ordered his chariot and went to Goshen to
meet his father Yisrael; he presented himself to him
and, embracing him around the neck, he wept on
his neck a good while.

Then Yisrael said to Yosef, “Now I can die, having
seen for myself that you are still alive”

Then Yosef said to his brothers and to his father’s
household, “I will go up and tell the news to
Pharaoh, and say to him, ‘My brothers and my
father’s household, who were in the land of Canaan,
have come to me.

The men are shepherds; they have always been
breeders of livestock, and they have brought with
them their flocks and herds and all that is theirs.

So when Pharaoh summons you and asks, “‘What is
your occupation?’

you shall answer, “Your servants have been breeders
of livestock from the start until now, both we and
our fathers—so that you may stay in the region

of Goshen. For all shepherds are abhorrent to
Egyptians.”

Then Yosef came and reported to Pharaoh, saying,
“My father and my brothers, with their flocks and
herds and all that is theirs, have come from the land
of Canaan and are now in the region of Goshen”

And selecting a few of his brothers, he presented
them to Pharaoh.
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Pharaoh said to his brothers, “What is your
occupation?” They answered Pharaoh, “We your
servants are shepherds, as were also our fathers.

We have come,” they told Pharaoh, “to sojourn in
this land, for there is no pasture for your servants’
flocks, the famine being severe in the land of
Canaan. Pray, then, let your servants stay in the
region of Goshen.”

Then Pharaoh said to Yosef, “As regards your father
and your brothers who have come to you,

the land of Egypt is open before you: settle your
father and your brothers in the best part of the land;
let them stay in the region of Goshen. And if you
know any capable men among them, put them in
charge of my livestock.”

Yosef then brought his father Yaakov and presented
him to Pharaoh; and Yaakov greeted Pharaoh.

Pharaoh asked Yaakov, “How many are the years of
your life?”

And Yaakov answered Pharaoh, “The years of my
sojourn [on earth] are one hundred and thirty. Few
and hard have been the years of my life, nor do they
come up to the life spans of my fathers during their
sojourns.”

Then Yaakov bade Pharaoh farewell, and left
Pharaoh’s presence.

So Yosef settled his father and his brothers, giving
them holdings in the choicest part of the land of

Egypt, in the region of Rameses, as Pharaoh had

commanded.

Yosef sustained his father, and his brothers, and all
his father’s household with bread, down to the little
ones.

Now there was no bread in all the world, for the
famine was very severe; both the land of Egypt
and the land of Canaan languished because of the
famine.

Yosef gathered in all the money that was to be found
in the land of Egypt and in the land of Canaan, as
payment for the rations that were being procured,
and Yosef brought the money into Pharaoh’s palace.
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And when the money gave out in the land of Egypt
and in the land of Canaan, all the Egyptians came
to Yosef and said, “Give us bread, lest we die before
your very eyes; for the money is gone!”

And Yosef said, “Bring your livestock, and I will sell
to you against your livestock, if the money is gone.”

So they brought their livestock to Yosef, and Yosef
gave them bread in exchange for the horses, for the
stocks of sheep and cattle, and the asses; thus he
provided them with bread that year in exchange for
all their livestock.

And when that year was ended, they came to him
the next year and said to him, “We cannot hide
from my lord that, with all the money and animal
stocks consigned to my lord, nothing is left at my
lord’s disposal save our persons and our farmland.

Let us not perish before your eyes, both we and our
land. Take us and our land in exchange for bread,
and we with our land will be serfs to Pharaoh;
provide the seed, that we may live and not die, and
that the land may not become a waste.”

So Yosef gained possession of all the farm land of
Egypt for Pharaoh, every Egyptian having sold his
field because the famine was too much for them;
thus the land passed over to Pharaoh.

And he removed the population town by town,
from one end of Egypt’s border to the other.

Only the land of the priests he did not take over, for
the priests had an allotment from Pharaoh, and they
lived off the allotment which Pharaoh had made to
them; therefore they did not sell their land.

Then Yosef said to the people, “Whereas I have this
day acquired you and your land for Pharaoh, here is
seed for you to sow the land.

And when harvest comes, you shall give one-fifth
to Pharaoh, and four-fifths shall be yours as seed
for the fields and as food for you and those in your
households, and as nourishment for your children””

And they said, “You have saved our lives! We
are grateful to my lord, and we shall be serfs to
Pharaoh”
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And Yosef made it into a land law in Egypt, which is
still valid, that a fifth should be Pharaoh’s; only the
land of the priests did not become Pharaohss.

Thus Yisrael settled in the country of Egypt, in the
region of Goshen; they acquired holdings in it, and
were fertile and increased greatly.

Yaakov lived seventeen years in the land of Egypt,
so that the span of Yaakov’s life came to one
hundred and forty-seven years.

And when the time approached for Yisrael to die,
he summoned his son Yosef and said to him, “Do
me this favor, place your hand under my thigh as a
pledge of your steadfast loyalty: please do not bury
me in Egypt.

When I lie down with my fathers, take me up
from Egypt and bury me in their burial-place.” He
replied, “I will do as you have spoken.”
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And he said, “Swear to me.” And he swore to him.
Then Yisrael bowed at the head of the bed.

Some time afterward, Yosef was told, “Your father is
ill” So he took with him his two sons, Menashe and
Efraim.

When Yaakov was told, “Your son Yosef has come to

see you,” Yisrael summoned his strength and sat up

in bed.

And Yaakov said to Yosef, “El Shaddai appeared to
me at Luz in the land of Canaan, and He blessed
me,
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47:30 Take me up from Egypt In requesting that he be
buried in Eretz Yisrael with his father and grandfather,
Yaakov is instilling in Yosef a message to carry through
the ages. Though he journeyed to Egypt with God's
blessing, Yaakov longs to return to the Holy Land — if
not during his lifetime then at least after death. No
matter how comfortable life may be at this historical

juncture, Yaakov recognizes that Egypt is not where
he belongs. He wants only to return to the land of his
fathers. Yosef takes his father's message to heart, and
later insists that his own bones also be carried back
to the Land of Israel when the nation will ultimately
be redeemed from Egypt (Genesis 50:25).
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and said to me, ‘I will make you fertile and
numerous, making of you a community of peoples;
and I will assign this land to your offspring to come
for an everlasting possession.
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Now, your two sons, who were born to you in the
land of Egypt before I came to you in Egypt, shall
be mine; Efraim and Menashe shall be mine no less
than Reuven and Shimon.

But progeny born to you after them shall be yours;
they shall be recorded instead of their brothers in
their inheritance.

I [do this because], when I was returning from
Paddan, Rachel died, to my sorrow, while I was
journeying in the land of Canaan, when still some
distance short of Efrat; and I buried her there on
the road to Efrat”—now Beit Lechem.

Noticing Yosef’s sons, Yisrael asked, “Who are
these?”

And Yosef said to his father, “They are my sons,
whom Hashem has given me here.” “Bring them up
to me,” he said, “that I may bless them.”

Now Yisrael’s eyes were dim with age; he could not
see. So [ Yosef] brought them close to him, and he
kissed them and embraced them.

And Yisrael said to Yosef, “I never expected to see
you again, and here Hashem has let me see your
children as well”

Yosef then removed them from his knees, and
bowed low with his face to the ground.

Yosef took the two of them, Efraim with his right
hand—to Yisrael’s left—and Menashe with his left
hand—to Yisrael’s right—and brought them close
to him.

But Yisrael stretched out his right hand and laid it
on Efraim’s head, though he was the younger, and
his left hand on Menashe’s head—thus crossing his
hands—although Menashe was the first-born.

Rabbi
Hirsch explains that by naming and defining
something, one puts it in its proper ‘place’
Here, Yaakov blesses his grandsons Efraim
and Menashe, by placing their ancestors’
names upon them, thereby establishing
their ‘place’ within the spiritual legacy of
their forbears.

this verse, to this day Jewish parents bless their sons each
Shabbat with the words, “May Hashem make you like £fraim and
Menashe! Out of all the biblical heroes possible to emulate, what is
special about Efraim and Menashe? Rabbi Shlomo Riskin, Chief Rabbi
of Efrat, explains that the two sons of Yosef play a very significant
role in the formation of the Jewish people. They are the first of
Avraham’s family to be born in Egypt, yet despite their physical
disconnection from Eretz Yisrael, they remain loyal to the traditions
of their ancestors. Efraim and Menashe, therefore, represent a key to
the survival of the Jewish people and their return to Israel in the
future. For this reason, they are chosen as special role models for
the Children of Israel.

merchants and entered into a special partnership with
the tribe of Yissachar, descendants of Zevulun’s closest
brother. According to the arrangement they forged,
members of the tribe of Zevulun would use some of
their commercial profits to financially support the sons
of Yissachar, noted scholars who would devote their
energies to full time Torah study. In turn, they would
share the spiritual revenue and heavenly reward of the
joint venture with their brethren from Zevulun. Today
as well, in many Israeli communities it is a common
practice for business people to seek out a spiritual
partner, supporting the learning of a Torah scholar in
a mutually-beneficial partnership modeled after the
original Yissachar-Zevulun agreement.

Bury me with my
fathers in the cave which is in the field of Ephron
the Hittite,

the cave which is in the field of Machpelah, facing
Mamre, in the land of Canaan, the field that
Avraham bought from Ephron the Hittite for a
burial site

there Avraham and his wife Sara were buried; there
Yitzchak and his wife Rivka were buried; and there

the field and the cave in it, bought from the
Hittites.”

When Yaakov finished his instructions to his sons,
he drew his feet into the bed and, breathing his last,
he was gathered to his people.
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Yosef flung himself upon his father’s face and wept
over him and kissed him.

Then Yosef ordered the physicians in his service to
embalm his father, and the physicians embalmed
Yisrael.

It required forty days, for such is the full period of
embalming. The Egyptians bewailed him seventy
days;

and when the wailing period was over, Yosef spoke
to Pharaoh’s court, saying, “Do me this favor, and
lay this appeal before Pharaoh:

‘My father made me swear, saying, “I am about to
die. Be sure to bury me in the grave which I made
ready for myself in the land of Canaan.” Now,
therefore, let me go up and bury my father; thenI
shall return.”

And Pharaoh said, “Go up and bury your father, as
he made you promise on oath.”

So Yosef went up to bury his father; and with him
went up all the officials of Pharaoh, the senior
members of his court, and all of Egypt’s dignitaries,

together with all of Yosef's household, his brothers,
and his father’s household; only their children, their
flocks, and their herds were left in the region of
Goshen.

Chariots, too, and horsemen went up with him; it
was a very large troop.

When they came to Goren ha-Atad, which is
beyond the Yarden, they held there a very great and
solemn lamentation; and he observed a mourning
period of seven days for his father.

And when the Canaanite inhabitants of the land
saw the mourning at Goren ha-Atad, they said,
“This is a solemn mourning on the part of the
Egyptians.” That is why it was named Abel-mizraim,
which is beyond the Yarden.

Thus his sons did for him as he had instructed them.
His sons carried him to the land of Canaan, and
buried him in the cave of the field of Machpelah,

the field near Mamre, which Avraham had bought
for a burial site from Ephron the Hittite.

After burying his father, Yosef returned to Egypt, he
and his brothers and all who had gone up with him
to bury his father.

When Yosef's brothers saw that their father was
dead, they said, “What if Yosef still bears a grudge
against us and pays us back for all the wrong that we
did him!”

So they sent this message to Yosef, “Before his death
your father left this instruction:

So shall you say to Yosef, ‘Forgive, I urge you, the
offense and guilt of your brothers who treated you
so harshly’ Therefore, please forgive the offense of
the servants of the God of your father” And Yosef
was in tears as they spoke to him.

His brothers went to him themselves, flung
themselves before him, and said, “We are prepared
to be your slaves.”

But Yosef said to them, “Have no fear! Am I a
substitute for Hashem?

Besides, although you intended me harm, Hashem
intended it for good, so as to bring about the
present result—the survival of many people.

And so, fear not. I will sustain you and your
children.” Thus he reassured them, speaking kindly

to them.

So Yosef and his father’s household remained in
Egypt. Yoseflived one hundred and ten years.

Yoseflived to see children of the third generation of
Efraim; the children of Machir son of Menashe were
likewise born upon Yosef's knees.

At length, Yosef said to his brothers, “I am about
to die.

words are spoken by Yosef to reassure his
brothers that Hashem will one day bring the Israelites
out of Egypt and into £retz Yisrael. The Sages point out
that the phrase used by Yosef, “surely take notice,"is
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repeated many years later by Moshe when he tells the
Jewish people that the time had come for their
redemption (see Exodus 3:16). Yosef initiated an oral
tradition among the descendants of Yaakov; the words
“surely take notice” became a code for their national

The first of every  The Jewish Calendar is a lunar

calendar, and each month begins
when the moon re-appears in the sky.
The beginning of each new month is
called Rosh Chodesh, which literally
means ‘the head of the month! Rosh
Chodesh is celebrated as a mini-
holiday on the first day of every
Jewish month, and special prayers are
added into the daily service. When a
month is 30 days long, the 30th day is
celebrated as Rosh Chodesh in addition
to the first day of the following month.

Pesach is a seven day holiday
commemorating the Exodus from
Egypt. Outside of Israel, an eighth day
is observed.

Yom Hashoa commemorates the 6
million Jews who perished in the
Holocaust.

Yom Hazikaron is Israel's memorial
day, a day to remember Israel’s fallen
soldiers and victims of terror.

Yom Haatzmaut celebrates Israel’s
declaration of independence in 1948.

Lag Ba'Omer is a minor holiday
celebrated on the 33rd day of the
counting of the Omer

Yom Yerushalayim, Jerusalem Day,
celebrates the re-unification of the
city of Jerusalem following the 1967
Six-Day War.

Shavuot celebrates the giving of the
Torah at Mount Sinai. Outside of Israel
it is observed for two days, the 6th and
7th of Sivan.

The Fast of the Seventeenth of
Tammuz commemorates the
breeching of the walls of Jerusalem
before the destruction of the Temple. It
begins a three week mourning period
over the destruction of the Temple,
culminating with the fast of Tisha BAv.

Tisha BAv is a fast day commemorating
the destruction of the Temple in
Jerusalem. It is the culmination of the
three week mourning period over the
destruction of the Temple which starts
on the 17th of Tammuz.

Rosh Hashana is the Jewish New Year.

The Fast of Gedaliah commemorates
the death of Gedaliah son of Ahikam,
the governor of Judah following

the destruction of the First Temple.
His death marked the end of Jewish
rule in the Land of Israel for many
generations and led to the exile of
the few remaining Jews who had not
been taken to Babylonia.

Yom Kippur is the Day of Atonement,
the holiest day of the year.

Sukkot is a seven-day holiday
celebrating God's protection of the
Jews in the wilderness

Shemini Atzeret is a holiday that
immediately follows Sukkot and
celebrates the unique relationship
between God and the Children of
Israel. Simchat Torah celebrates the
completion and renewal of the Torah
reading cycle. In Israel, Shemini Atzeret
and Simchat Torah are celebrated on
the same day. Outside of Israel, they
are celebrated on two consecutive
days.

Chanukah is an eight day festival
which celebrates the defeat of the
Syrian-Greeks, the re-dedication of the
Temple in Jerusalem, and the miracles
that God preformed to facilitate these
events.

The Fast of the 10th of Tevet
commemorates the Babylonian siege
of Jerusalem prior to the destruction of
the First Temple.

Tu B'Shvat marks the beginning of the
new year for trees. It is when the first
trees in the Land of Israel begin to
blossom again after the winter season.

The Fast of Esther commemorates the
fast observed by the Jewish people

in Persia at the time of Mordechai and
Esther.

Purim celebrates God's salvation of
the Jews from the evil Haman's plot
to destroy them. In most places, this
holiday is celebrated on the 14th of
Adar. In Jerusalem, it is celebrated on
the 15th of Adar.

* During a leap year, an extra month of Adar is added so that the Jewish lunar calendar remains aligned with the
solar seasons. A leap year occurs 7 times in every 19 year cycle. When this happens, Purim is celebrated in the

second Adar.
